Stuart, at. the Federal
building, and committed by the latter
official to the Norfolk city jail upon
Federal court mittimuses for arraign¬
ment before Judge Waddill March 2S.

May Be Tried in Norfolk.
The robberies having been commit¬

ted within the jurisdiction of the East¬
ern district of Virginia the defendants
can he tried either at. Norfolk, Rich¬
mond or Alexandria. Judge Waddill
will decide March 28th where the trials
shall proceed. If the>' proceed here
both will likely take place in May.
The local authorities say that Adams

has been in the Norfolk jail before up¬
on postoffice robbery charges, and the
Federal authorities declare that he has
already served one term for such of¬
fense.
The two men are from among a

number of alleged postoffice robbers or

PASSENGER WINS

Jim Crow Law Can Be Enforced Only
in Its Application to Traffic

Within State.

ANNAPOLIS, MD.. March 22..In an

opinicn delivered today, the court of
appeals held that the act passed at
the last session of the legislature com¬
monly known as the "Jim Crew" law
and requiring steam railways in the
State of Maryland to furnish separate
compartments for white and colored
passengers is valid so far as it affects

] commerce within the State, hut in-
vaiid as. to interstate passengers, and
must he consulted as not applying to
thorn. William H. H. Hart, the ap-
pellant in Cue ease, is a school teacher
in Washington. D. C. lie was arrest-
ed for refusing to go into the com-
partment assigned to colored passen-
gers, while he held a through ticket
from New York \r>. Washington op.
the cars of the Philadelphia. Balti-
more and Washington Railroad Com¬
pany and was fined $5 and costs by the
Circuit Court for Cecil county.
From this verdict he appealed. The

court, of appeals upholds the right of
common carriers to make reasonable
regulations providing for the separa¬
tion of the races, and also the right

of ihe legislature to Impose such ,re«u:
lattons upnii common carriers engaged
in Inter-state commerce.

Mi
finds it impracticable at present to
do 'his because of the basis lixed by
law for the compensation of division
superintendents, which tenders ii im
possible to secure the necessary super¬
vision of the consolidated divisions,
and the board, therefore, is rcluctunlly
compelled to forego its wishes in the
premises until this condition of things
is remedied by appropriate action of
the General Assembly."
