EARLY DIAMOND BUYING.
Snnfli Afrlcn'n Kirnt I-'mmIm Were Paid

I'm In t.'lMVM.
South Africa's first diamonds were

paid for in cows. The story Is told byJoseph H. Robinson, one of the wealthypioneers of that country. In 18T0 he
gave eight oxen and a wagon loaded
with sugar and tobacco to a native in
exchange for a twenty-three carat
gem. "The news spread like wlldllru
through the countryside that a white
man was giving away wagons and
oxen for bits of stone," he says. "I
sot all the natives who came to work
to seek for diamonds on one side of the
Vnnl river, und I brought up my own
fifty men to hunt for diamonds among
the bushes and scrub on the other side
of the stream. I had bought the laud
on both sides of the river, so that I
was working on my own property.Next morning at sunrise, when I was
having hiy coffee, I was startled by
n loud hulkibaloolng, and, looking
out, I saw the whole gang of my men
rushing toward nie in u state of wild
excitement.
"One of them had found a dhunoud

of good size. They all bail come to
see what. I would do with It. 'What
will you give me for it?' said the
Under. 'I will give you ten cows,' I
replied find sent the man Into the herd
to take his pick. He marked ten of
the best cows us his own. The men
1 iixl never dreamed of making such a
bargain. Ten cows for a bit of stone!
Oil' they went again and found dia¬
monds every day. They became rich,
and I nceumuluted a good store of
precious stones.
"After wo bad accumulated a largeqtinhtlty we decided we would better

rend them to London. We luade a belt
full of small pockets. In each of which
we placed a diamond. When the belt
was filled my partner girded It about
bis body and started for Cape Town.
He never toak off the bolt until ho
reached London. And It was In this
way Ihe first consignment of African
diamonds reached London."
