SOME ODD LEATHERS,

Prepared From the Skins of Varfous
Aquntiec Anfinnls,

Leather Is prepared from the hides of
nenrly all aquatle animals, prinelpally
the seal, whale, porpolse, alllgntor and
walrus. The use of these hides is al-
most ns old as man himself, and they
have ever been most eagerly souglit
nfter for the many uses to which they
could Le put after belng prepaved ns
leather. At the time of the Russlan
occupntion of Alaska they made great
use of walrus hides, Furs were usunl-
Iy wrapped up in these skins, nmnd when
they reached Kinehtn, Ching, the grent
mart of those days, the askin.was sewed
over chests of tea, On arrival at Mos-
cow the soundest portlons were re-
moved, cut up and stanped into ko-
pecks and n variely of small change,
This formed the chlef enrrency of Alns-
ka for a tlme. The Itussians also mnde
harness of walrus leather, while the
natives of Alnska used the skln as a
covering for thelr boats,

A queerer kind of leather, however,
cowes from the bodles of fishes, An
extremely tine qunlity of green leather
mnde in Turkey Is monufactured from
the skin of an ugly fsh enlled the nngel
fish., The sword grips of the Germun
army are mnde from shork leather,
which is beautiful In pattern, being
marked with dark dinmond shaped fig-
ures, This skin comes from n North
sen shark ealled the’ dinmond shark.
Lenther manufacturers have trled to
produce a substitute: from animal
hides, but in vain, Unlike animal leath-
er, fish lenther Is absolutely fmpervious
to water and never gets soggy from
dampness, 'Therefore it s ldeal for
eword grips, us, no matter how much
the hund may perspive,  the grip re-
wains hard and dry.

The opivm farmer
aml his assistants each enrey o small
Inuelike tool, which has three o
Tour short, sharp prongs, amd with
this o half dozen perpemdienlnr euls
are mnde ln eneh eapsule or seed pod
of the poppy, The juice beging to flow
at onee, but guickly congenls.  ‘I'he
tny after the thickenel julee 18 care-
fully guthered, belng seraped off with
a smnll Iron trowel, md the mass thus
gathered s put Into an earlbien vessel
and kept earefully stivred for n month
or wmore, great eare belng tnken (o]
have It well afeed, but not exposed
to the sun. The materinl 15 now ex-
amined by expert testers, wlio detor-
mine Its geade or quallty, and then
the whole fs put Into a lavge box,
where it s worked very mueh in the
snme fashion as baker's dough to glve
it the required consistency. The
oplum Is now mnde Iute nlls for ex-
purt; the natlves wade about in the
large vals conluining the paste-like
drug awd hand It oul to hundreds of
ballmakers sitting wround the room.
Byery man hns o spherieal hrass cup
lned with the poppy flower petals be-
fore ilm, Into (his is pressed the rog-
ulution  quantity of opium, From
s brnss eap, when properly pressed,
the oplum ball s transferred to an-
other mnn, who gives It o conting of
clay. This gltes the drug, when ready
for shipment_ the appearance of a falr
slzed cunnon hall.  When well pre-
pared Io this manner, oplum will keep
its properties for (fteen years or
more. TPefore it ean be used the
oplum balls have to be broken up and
further trented.—Tropleal Agricultur-
