He it
once ordered Adjutant Central Krhlgo
at (iiillport io take n detail of troops
to take charge of Home and bring
him lo Jackson for safe beeping.
Ceneral Krldge at once started on

a special train to relieve Sheriff Moody
who was hiding lite negro in Hie
woods.
