shall he muzzled, unless tlv y nro led
with chain or cord. Any do;; found at
largo on tho street without a muzzle
Is to be taken lip and killed and Its
owner lined.

Tl is probable that quite a crowd of
citizens will gather at the court house
tonight to hear the aldermen discuss
the measure.
