purposes today was the last dny of the
year on the stock'exchange. As Mon¬
day Is the New Year's holiday, the
settlement for today's transactions in
the stock market will be deferred In
effect until the turn of tho year. This
fact was made the basis for the spec¬
ulative f'iror which prevaded the stock
market t'.'day from start to finish and
carried dealing to tho two million
share level. There was loss severity
in the money str'ngency today than
on the two previous days.

Compar-'d with yesterday the money
market was regarded as easy and to¬
day's rail's Were cheerfully and even i
eagerly paid. The possibility of a weak
bank return r»"*elved little attention,
as it was nss'tmcd that with the pass¬
ing of the last actual business day In
the year In the stock market, the
crlrl« ?n money mlcht be assumed to
be fairly passed. It was this assump¬tion tbat animated the speculation
thr'<"clio'it and held prices up to the
closinsr, which was Arm and at abo tt
the top. The strength of the market
was sogcnnral as to require no spec¬
ulations. The sensational rise in
Anaconda was a repetition of the re¬
cent movement in that stock.

A few weeks ago \m reeall a
rano of yreut hardship being brought
into the mixed court, Shanghai, in
which a small slave girl had been gag-
ged with a pirce of iron aud severely
beaten because, wheu half starved, she
helped herself to some scraps of fowl.

to piercing cries which emanate from a
house near Canton road and are said to
proceed from a little slave girl who for
some itiDsou Is benteu almost dally
with a thick knotted rope, but for what
reason Is unknown.

cruelty without lodging a formal com
.tlaint with tho municipal police, which
might make matters worse for the poor
little sufferer lu the long run."
