Thia bill, whieh, it s sahl {4 ithe
old Wharton law redivivos provides
that the manngers or agents of tho
concerng in quesiion shall file with
the Auditor an affidavit declaring that
ihe respeciive fire Insurance concerns
have entersd into no comhinatlon or
ftrust for the purpose of praventing
competition in this State. The pon-
alty for false afiidavits ranges from
F100 to $1.000
