Dr. Gary on the Stand.

I B R Gary, the coponer, was
the first witness  called  when Lhe
court roconyencd iz the atternoon, He
told of the finding of Thomas' bods
and explidned the nature of  the
wounds, Therp war a wound in the
back, evidently inficted with a shol
#un at close range.  The shot passe)
thronh the left luag and entered tho
heart.  In the body the doctor found
three fell wads and a load of number
L or number 2 shol. "This apparently
was (the wound which caused death,
which  was  Instanlancous.  Anolher
wound, which apparently was Inflicted
upon a lifeless body, was also infliet-
od with a shot gun wt close range, A
load of small shot, about numbes
7. and three fell wads paszsed through
the cheek and lodged i the throat.
This wound would have caused In-
stant death,

Sergeant O'Hara,

Detectlve Sergeant O'HMara destified
that he had a conversation with Dav-
enporl abuul 8 o'clock on the morning
after the murder. Davenport  told
bim  that Sam  Johnson had  killed
Willime Themas and zailil “We Toust
put hiw out of the way as he wanls
Lo kill me, too"

L Davenport, as the beneficiary, Ser
geant O'Haryw ddentifivd some letters
wrilten by the prisoner since his ar-

rest. In the letters Daveoport asked
Rose Bagley aud a Mrs. Svlomon to
testify that he was al “Mrs. Bob's”
house on the night of Jaouary 29

from T to 430 o'clock.

Rose Bugley, the nogro zirl who re-
celved one of (he letters from Dave
euport, testified that she saw Daven-
port on the street oo the night of the
murder between 7 ami 8 o'clock.
Later she saw Davenport in his own
door about 10 o'clock,

Bub Glen said he saw Daveuport on
the nlghl of the murder. Davenport
wag al his house between 7 and
o'clock, came back alter 8 and left
before 9 o'clock.
