.lerlug uear Braeinar met u violent
death. Years passed und then came n
6tory of a communication from another
world.
A farm servant declared that iu the

night a spirit had appeared to blui de¬
claring itself to be the ghost of the
soldier, whose bones, it Is said, lay
¦still unburled. The highbinder must
see to their decent Interment and
have the murderers, two men named,
brought to justice. The highbinder
promised, hut did not keep his word,
and a second and third time the spirit
appeared and upbruldcd him for bis
breach of faith. Alarmed at last and
uo lunger during to delay, the man
called a companion and neat to the
spot which the spirit had Indicated
and there found the bones of the mur¬
dered warrior concealed In a moorland
tract called the hill of Christie.
The story of the highbinder came to

the ears of an autl-Jacoblte, who caus¬
ed the matter to be brought to trial
before the court of Judiciary, Edin¬
burgh. There the tale was corrobornt- I
ed by n woman who bud seeu n naked
figure enter the place on the night
spoken of by the iuau. It was an nge
of superstition in a district more tbun '
commonly given to superstition, and
the jury seemed disposed to find the
two men charged guilty of the murder,
but It happened ihitt the priucipnl wit¬
ness spoke only Gaelic. "Now." said
the counsel for the defense, "iu what
language did the ghost speak V" "In
as good Gaelic us 1 ever beard in i.uch-
aber," was the reply. "Pretty good for
the ghost of an Ktigllsb soldier." snld
counsel, and that question and com¬
ment saved Ilie necks of the men at the
bar.

They lived in u log house on the west
side of Mud creek and were the first
Fetrlers ou the town site, although uo
town ihcu existed noV was there one
nutil ISOU. Then ('. 11. Thompson, who
bad moved to the eoUuty from Leaven-
worth. bought from the Kansas Pn-
rlfic Hallway company a tract east of
[jersey's and laid out a town.
When it cnuie to the naming of tbe

future city Mr. Thompson went to
Ilersey and asked him to suggest a
uame.
"Xo," was tbe reply, "let my wife

ilo it. She Is a great reader."
Mrs. Ilersey was a graduate of a

seminary Iii the east, and her little
library, which she carried with her Iu
lier wanderings, was one of the ties
that bound her to tbe girlhood life. She
was a devout Methodist and knew her
Bible from "cover to cover." When
she was asked to name the town she
-.timed to the New Testament for sug¬
gestion. There. In the third chapter of
Luke, first verse, she found this: "Now
iu the fifteenth year of the reign of
Tiberius Caesar, Pontius Pilate being
governor of Judaea * * » uud Lysauias
the tetrarcb of Ablleue."
"Cnil the town 'Abilene,' " said she.

"It means 'City of (he Plains,' and thst
exactly describes the locatlo;:."
So Abileue it was, and In the tight
