Experienced Travelers Ilnve n Iena-
son For Sittlng There,

When you ave travellng and coter a
sleeplug car, chalr car or gay couch
sud want to find the travellug men,
look ou the right side of the cars. You
can tell “drummers," of c¢ourse, with-
out that, but 1f you goluto nuy railway
truin you will find the commoercinl
truvelers—the men who make n busl-
ness of traveling—all ridiug oo the
right hand side.

If you wunt to test this, go some time
to the sleeping car chart at uny sta-
tlhou and you will 8nd the elght bund
berths sold and the left hand ones
mostly vacant.

The custom, which has grown great-
Iy, 18 extremely notlceable even to rall-
wuy men, and the makers of sleeplng
ciars would put all the berths on the
right hand side If they could. The de-
maid for berths on the right band side
1§ enoruous.

It Iy not habit or superstition with
these old travelera: 1L s based on ex-
perience, aud the ennse ls twotold,
Force of habit, the “rule of (he road,”
for hundveds of years will cause most
persons to toke the right baad side
uaturally, but this applies to teaveling
meu no wore than to the ordinary teav-
elor, -

All but three ol the big ronds of the
