"We reufllrm our deep and abiding

Christian religion revealed therein,
and in the holy ellleney of all its in¬
stitutions, of which we regard He
Christian Sabbath, or Lord's Day. by
no means the least. \\v do not ask
fur a return to that ritualism which
destroyed the original Intent of I lib
law mill produced the deadly Phnri
BCelsm of Christ's Day. We lire ask¬
ing for the preservation und sanctity
of the Lord's Day- that day cUnsb-
crated by the resurrect Ion of .leiiiiu
Christ, sanctioned by apostolic usage,
accepted by the early hill ll and
perpetuated throughout Us history.

"We do nol ignore the fact that

60111U work must be ilolie on thu
Lord's Day. Man and bcasi niusl be
fed, the helpless cared for and suf¬
fering relieved. Ml work of mercy
or necessity was permitted by Je¬
hovah under Hie Jewish economy, by
the Christian church in all ages, and
is approved by enlightened reason.

"We would therefore most respect¬
fully urge upon all employers of la¬
bor the consideration of the claims
of the Christina Sabbath, or laud's
Day, in its moral and economic as
well as religious aspects, behoving
that the highest interests shall obey
the divine law as written fn the con¬
stitution of man and in the Word of
Cod. We ask that hey retrain ail
unnecessary operation on the Lord's
Day und in case of necessary work
that they so adjust their Industrial
system as to give employes a part of
the day for rest and worship.
"We especially urge the laboring

man to keep holy the Lord's Day,
reminding him Hint Christianity lias
done more to ameliorate bis eondi
tlori than all oiler agencies com¬
bined. We would wain him against
appropriating the Lord's Day to sec¬
ular pur.- nits and holiday amuse¬
ments, lesi thai awful day come
when the merciless greed of u god¬
less industrial system will give him
opportunity for neither rest nor wor¬
ship, but force him to grind at un¬
remitting toil seven days to the week.
"We appeal especially to the Chris¬

tian people of our community. We
urge them ci minimize the necessary
work in tin- home on Sunday so that
all members of the family may have
0?urtuu)|.y for re t and worship, lo
fpfiain from all unnecessary travel,
Bom Sunday excursions ami picnics,
from visiting plaeea of amusements"
especially those demoralizing resorts
who.:c opeiator:, are in flagrant rlo
Idü'.n both of the law of Cod ami uf
the State, from all unnecessary buy¬
ing and selling, which i-. c-tjually un¬
lawful, and from every form of con¬
duct ami practice that lend- to de-
etroy the sanctity of the day and da-
prlve man of the blessing designed

for him liy an all-Wise ami benefi¬
cent Creator.
