CONSTANTLY GROWING FAqQ

Such Cities As New York and Chi-
1 cago Use Two Cnr Loads

Every Day. i

Everybody who invests a cent In a
Uniteq States postal card sthnulates
the induetry of Rumford Falls, Me.
The purchase of n posiage stamp
boome the industry of a nelghboring
town, Mechanlc Falls,’ Me., says a let-'
ter from Portland, Me, to the New
York Herald.

The big factory at Rumford Falls
Tas recently been awarded another
four-year contract by the United
Btates government. In the last four
years the output has l:2en $3,200,000
worth of eards, Some 2,500,000 pass
thirough Boelon every day In register-
ed mall ears. SBuch cltles as Chlengo

and New York consume about two
carloads a day.
Afler the spruce logs from the

Maine woods have been chewed and |
chemicully treated the pulp flows in-,
to n big wvat called the “digester.”
Here the. pulp looks like a rich
‘churning, but it Is In reallty the so-
lution from which the eards are made
—cards that will later earry wrillen
megsnges all over the civillzed world,

The wood pulp flows out on a
sereen of sueh fine mesh that the
paper Iz long In gathering and the|

Once a month, and sometimes of-
g requisition s received for
1.000,000 shecty of paper. Knch sheet
will mnke 361 stamps. The sheots
are 18 1-2x20 3-4 Inches and of the
Lest quality of paper turned oup of
the mill. It is made of spruce and
soda pulp.

Each sheet I8 marked with the let-
ters*U. 8. I>. 8. (United States post-
age stamps), rmoning lengthwise. The
“dandy roll,” used to make these let-
ters, s the property of the United
States government, and must be given
up at the explratlon of the contrant.
‘Thiz roll of brass wire |s ninety Inchez
long. The marks are made Lvw the
heavy raised letters of metal placeo
at equal intervals on tha surface. Th2
paper i8 made In rolls, welghing 400
pounds and the width of seventy-four
I8  divided four t'men Into
sheets as specified above.

The next step is to mark the gheets
50 that the workmen In Washington
shall have no trouble In keeping them
right side up—i. e., with all the let-
ters upright and running In vertical
lines from top .to bottom. For this
part of the work the sheets are very
carefully plled with the edges exactly
togetlier and just as they are to be
handled In Waushington.

Then comes the sorting process, for
nona but the perfeet sheet (s ae-
cepled by Unele Sam.  This work s
done by girls, who handle each sheet

separately, holding it up and looking |

throngh it toward the light, by which
means thin places and: othoer defeets
are quickly discernnble.
