
TRADING CONFINED TO
FEW FAVORITE STOCKS

Effort lo Slop lie Downward
Movement of [fie List Was
Partially Successful.

Southern Pacific fs Going Upwards.
Steel Grows Stronger.the Total

NEW YORK, July 23..There do

vclopcd in tho stock market todny a
mild opposition to the declining ten¬
dency which seemed Bllfficcnl to nr
rest the tendency without making any
attempt to push prices aggressively
upwards. The result was a dull mar¬
ket which approached stagnation' at
times. The only active trading was
a half dozen favorite stocks and the
prices of these vlbrttted within a nar¬
row range. The large earnings for the
past year disclosed by the official
statements given nut last week gav<
the basis for the rumors that threats
would he raised from the present five
per cent. The manner in which Un¬
ion Pacific has hung hack since tho
new movement in Southern Pacific
started aroused suspicion as Union
Pacific would he the largest benefi¬
ciary of any increase In the Southern
Pacific dividend. Strength shown by
the Atchlson was attributed to the ex¬
planation that the annual report fo
be published probably on Thursday,
will show earnings very largely In
cess of the present disbursement In
dividends. The movement in Atchl¬
son also elves some stimulant to the
demand for the convertible bonds,
only part of which were Htlbscr'bed
for by the storh holders. It thus hap¬
pened that Southern Pacific and At¬
chlson were the sustaining forces in
tho market in the same way as yes¬
terday.
There was correction 'also of the

sharp weakness of United States
Steid. which was a material factor in
disturbing tho market yesterday, nnd
which In the opening declined today.
Buyers of tho stock professed conf-
doitee that the strike of iron miners
in the Lake Superior regions would
redound to the benefit of tho corpor¬
ation, although this would signify
some plans of contraction in pros¬
pect. The weather bureau's weekly
bulletin was not unfavorable and re¬

ports of black rust In winter wheat
awakened but slight response In the
wheat market. A favorable estimate
of the cotton crop from a pr'viite
source of some authority amongst the
speculative element attracted some
attentions. Difficulties In the way of
a llurllngton readjustment in the
strict, control vested in the Joint
bondholders which were a subject of
current discussion, accounted for an
advance of a point In the Burlington
joint 4'S but proved a we'ght on the
Hill stocks. Prices were, lifted labor¬
iously In the final hour but. the move¬
ment was inconsequential and did
not hold.

July 23..With
in (ho lust fortnight, a groat deal
of briskness has booh Injoctcd
Into the light, for the epoakcrshlp of
th«< House, sind from now on, as nom¬
inations for the Legislature are made,
interest In the contest will Increase
rather than lessen.
Three strong candidates have de¬

clared themselves as aspirants for
the honors.11. R Ryrit, ol w inches
tori John W. Churchman, of Augusta,
and Robert W. Withers, of Nunse-
inond.
The friends nl thin trio already

have begun to work hard, and Inci¬
dentally they are all claiming victory
for their respective favorites. Mr.
Hyrd'a lieutenants UOOm |HSculinrly
cotMldonl, nnd they say that their
predictions as to the success of the
Winchester man, are based oa actual
figures and not on guesswork.
Hero in the way one of Mr. Hyrd's

friends expresses himself:
"I am in close touch with the Situa¬

tion, and of the thirty-eight nomina¬
tions, that I am Informed have been
made up to Ibis time, twenty-seven
will certainly be for Hyrd. (if those
not yet nominated, but who will cer¬
tainly he nominated, twenty one be¬
yond any poradventuro, will vote for
Hyrd.making a total of forty-eight.
