o Profits in Catalpa Plantations.

Creater skill and attention to de
ratls ape requindd  to grow catalpa
profitably than perhaps any uther tree.
In the firsi place, the seed of Young
treey must all ba of  the particular
species known as hardy catalpa; the
others, for production of woid, are
not worth the planting. The soil must
be vich and rather molst, ang musi
not contain teo much alkall When-
ever the young trees are mnking n
Jow hranching growth so that they
will e unsuited for nosts or poles
they should be “ent back”, that is,
cut close 1o the ground, when two
or three years old, jusy as it they
large enough for market. Several
spronts Immediately spring up from
each stump grow vigorously, and the
competitionr for  sunlight stimulates
height growth and encourages natural
pruning. This enabics the tree !0
form a straighter stem with fewer
branches. At the end of the season
the sprout (s nearly as tall as the
threeyear-old tree would have beem.

The many disappointments in grow-
ing catalpa are attributatle largely
to unfavorable site and stock of an
inferior kind of catalpa. Crooked,
limby trees also often result when
not cut bhack, and
where #he limbs, after attaining
some size, are broken off, decay ©n-
ters and the heart rot so Injurlous
to the tree begins,

When trees are cut back the pianta-
tion must be sprouted, eithcr by re-
moving the undesirable sprouts while
green, or by cntticg them out the fol-
lowing winter with an ax. All but the
stronget one or two sprouls are re-
moved.

After ten years under best condl-
tions the firsi crop has galned the
size at which it ean be eut most pro-
fitably for posts. Each tree should
ithen produce onme firstclass post,
! worth 12 or 14 cents, one second-cldss
post worth & cents, and two or three
| slays worth 1 cents each. From the
small anrd crooked limbs considerable
| irewood is secured, which. in a large
" plantation is saweq into stove lengths
and piled ecnvenient for shipping at
the same time that the posts are saw-
ed. After all material of value has
been removed, men go through the
plantation with long poles which are
pished ahead of them under the brush,
When a considerable amoOunt has
heen colleeted the pole is tilted up
forming a mea: piie of brush.
The piaciation is thas
kept free {rom ptstructions. A vigor
ous root svstem has now developed,
and future crops are grown from
sprouls in 8 vears

In catalapa, heartwood forms early.
This is in marked eontrast with some
woods, black walnmt for instance,
which contains but little heartwood

PROGRESS IN
WOOD PRESERVATION

——

During the past few years greater
advances have been made in methods
of woud preservation than many peo-
ple realize,  Lumber users have b
come convineed that in the chemical
treatment of timber and the cONRe
quent lengthening of the wood's Iie
that they ean save the great cost of
materials and the labor In renewals.

Just o few years ngo a promincut
man, in a paper read before the Pa

|

tion (o the pressing need of a thorouzh
mvestigation of all processes used In
the preservation of womi. AL that
tlmie he deplored the fact that nelther
the  governipent nor  corporations
would offer inducements to men coue
petent o carry oat such inyestiza-
tions, The partienlar problem which
he had inmind was the treatment of
plllng to make It resistant 1o attncks
of marine woog borers, such as teredo
and lmoria. This problem ls fndeid
a serlous one, but probably no more
%0 1han that of preserving thes, poles,
and mine timbers, agalust decay.
About the same time  thme  this
paper was presented befors the Pa-
cific Coast Rallway Club, the United
Btapes Forest Bervieas estaldlshed an
office, the dutles of which would he
to investigate known  preservatives
and processes and to devise means,
possible,  whereby  the  present
methods conld be improved or cheap-
ened, or new methmds developed 10
take the place of those already in
use, Sinee ita Inception, the offiee
of wood preservation has made rapid
strides, 1'p to the present time ex

operation with corporations, education.
al Inetitutlons, and individuale, to try
out varions theories In aetial prastice '
and the results have proved of value
not ooly to the cooperators, but to o
large number of people having in-
terests similar to those to which the,
partieutar experiment appiied,
Preservative (reatment is recogniz-
el as a paying proposition wherever
construetion timher is expoged to soil
or atmospherie inflaence: eausing de-
ecay. This statement Is fully attested
by the rapid inerease in the use of
treated timber In recemt years. The
inerease has been most netable In the
case of railway cross ties,  All of the
larger companies In the west now use
treated ties to a greater or |ess ex-
tent, and many of them operate thelr
own treating plants,

It i also notable that the use of
treaied timber i confined principally
to corporations requiring very laree
quantities of construction material.
Thi= is largely accounted for Ly ihe
fact that the pressure system of 'm-
pregnation in common use roquires
expénsive retorts and machinery, and
is not adapted to a plant of small ca-
pacity, thus making It impracticable
for a concern using a small or moder-
ate amount of timber to undertake
treating,

Besldes the plants aperated by cor-
porations for the treatment of their:
own comstruction timber, there are a
number of plants which do a com-
mercial tusiness, but ihese being lo-
cated at centers of distribution, where
a permanent business is mort readily
assured, are not accessible to timber
which goes direet from forest to con-
sumer without passing through such
centra] distribution point. For econo-
my, the treating should be conduct=l
at a point where additional transporta-
tion charges on account of the treat-
ing will be reduced to a minimom.
The ranchman drawing his timher
from the adjoining forest, shonld bave
on the ranch the means for treating
his fence posts and similar materials.
The mining concern should have at
the mine a plant with capacity adapt-
ed to their meed. An electr'e com-
pany whose lines #xtend over a cob-
siderable area and which draws 18
timber from varions sources, may find

ing poles.
For sovera] years the Forest Ser-

vice hag becn experimemting with a
method of impregnating wood, which
requires no expensive equipment, is
simplsy in operation, and I= adapted to
s plani of any desired capacity. It
is mow krown that afl of the more
porous woods can be (reated success-
fully by this method. The method
Is called the “open tank™ or “hot and
cold bath” process. The impregnation
ts accomplished by thoroughly heat-
ing the timber in a tank containing
a liquid substance, then romming off
the hot liguid and miling the tank
with cold, or transferring the timber
from a tank containing bot to a tank
eontaining coid liquid, or allowing the
whole to cool without change.

The theors of the process i= 'hat
the air in the wood cells ang inter-
cellnlar spaces ¢xpanus when heated
and is partially expelled. . Upon ocool-
ing it again coniracts, ihus cousing
a partial vacoum, and the pressore of
the air on the ontside forees the lig-
uwid into the wood. The process may
t» applied with any of the preserva-
tives in common use: as for imstance.
