"You are a thief!" shouted shrilly by
a woman, and the swish, swisu of a

whip were heard by every body In the
vicinity of the corner of Washington
avenue and Twenty-sixth street yes¬
terday afternoon shortly before 2
o'clock, and In a few moments there
was an excited crowd gathered in the
avenue to see what wan going on.

It wa* Mrs. M. W. Tennant. who
for years has conducted a photograph.
1c 'establishment at Twenty-sixth
street and the avenue, horsewhipping.
J. W. Cooke. a well known photo
Itraphcr who until a few months aeo
was operator and right hand man

Tor Mrs. Tennant.
Since leaving the employ of Mrs.

Tennant. Mr. Cooke has been doing
some photography upon his own ac¬

count. For reasons that have not yet
*»een made public. Mrs. Tennant ha.
been very much Incensed against her
former operator for some time, and
it is said that she has declared her in.
tcntion of shooting htm.
Yesterday the tw-o met on the street,

and after Informing Mr. Cooke that
he was a thief, Mrs. Tennant display¬
ed a long riding whip and Ix-gan to
use it. She slashed the man about
the head and shoulders several
times before the latter seemed to
realise what was going on. Then Mr.
Cooke. who is a nearly a six-footer
and of quite heavy proportions, walk¬
ed across I he street to where Police
Officer llrown was standing, and ap¬
pealed to the officer to take the belli¬
gerent lady in charge. Mrs. Tennant
followed and began using the whip
again, but she linallv was prevailed
upon by the officer to cease her ef¬
forts.

Mrs. Tennant then returned to her
studio, where she was found later and
summoned by Officer llrown to a|i-
pcar in the police court this morning
to answer to the charge of assault and
battery.

At the suggestion of the officer, the
victim of the whipping swore out u

warrant, upon which the case will be
aired before Justice Brown today.

Six numbers of tin- board of school!
trustees held what they called an

"informal session*' in the office cf the
superintendent at the High school
building last night for the purpose or
distuss.r'g the matter of endorsing a:
candidate for superintendent ctj
schools. Some action was taken, and
a candidate to receive the indrae-
nient of the board probably was

agreed u|>on. but those attending the

meeting were pledged to secrecy and
each of them resolutely r< fused to

give out any information whatsoever
concerning the affair. j

An Elimination Process.
It Is known, however, that Bve

.names were before the Ixidy. and the
action of the trustees in observing
such profound sfcrecy In regard to
their doings Indicates pretty clearly
thai Prof. W. C. Morton, the present
superintendent and the only active!
candidate for the app intment except
Col. E. W. Huffman, a member of the
board, did not receive the endorse¬
ment. It is a'fo km wn th.r Prof.
Willis A. Jenkins candidacy was not)
seriously considered in the meeting.
Further it is known ;hat a letter f:i>m
Prof. E. S. Ugon, of Richmond, was

reud before the meeting, and from
what has been known for some day:;
concerning the attitude of Prof. I,ig:>n
is a plausible assumption that thej
members would n< t give him their en.

dorsetnent, fearing that it w uld be'
tin own away upon a man who would
not accept the position.
The elimination of these three

names leaves only those of C 1. Huff¬
man, the trustee, and Prof. I>. A. Out,
row. tirincipal cf the High and Central
graded schools. From remarks made
by trustees before and sine the
gathering las* night, it can be stated
with a lair degree of certainly that.
Col. 11Kliman is not the lucky man.

Orviy Prof. Dutrow Left. I
This leaves Prof. Dufcr.'w. Since

the agitation in regard to the superin¬
tendent's api ointment has been going
itn. Prof Dutrow has stated that he
would not oppose Superintendent Mor¬
ton ol the latter could secure the en-'
di-rsetueni of the board, but :hat ne
would be an active candidate fcr the'
position of there was a possibility of
any "outsider" coming in.
