A Blood Curdling Gorilla Hunt.

I was commssioned by a German
naturalist soclety (o ecaplure one of
each species of Afriean quadramana.
A Germen proefessor accompunied me
on my expedition, which set forth In
a direct lige wept from Dar es Salaam
We succesided fn getting some of cach
specles, with the exception of the go-
rilla. Por weeks we wandersd aboot
the country. It wax in the rainy sea-
son, and the veld, which under ordl

Insects  resembling fowers and
leaves crawled over everything, twigs
apparently walking up the trees and
leaves apparently splitting and dying
la all directions. Beetles with big,
hypnotie eyes and bronze backs
buzeed wolsily arouud our heads, and
beautiful birds vylug with one ane
other In brilllance of plumage sailod
through the air, fllisg the digmal for
est with their passion-daden songs
The constantly dripplng sap spattered
trow leaf to leaf, soaking into the
noxlous earth. It was n scene, dread
ahd fascioating, clamorieg of e In
vitlng one to death

For four days we camped in this
hotbed of discase. Beaters went oul
in all drectione sedrching the go
riiln. At lust some deep, wide seratoh

re found on a cluator of vinea
e examingtion the unmistak
halr of the gorllla was found on
After some hours we
the gorilla Nved

able
# broken twig
found the tree where
We conid tell it by the greasy appear

ance of the bark, made so by the

pested rubbing of the gorilla’'s body
We could tell by the fresh marks, with
wap still wet, that the animal bhad re
contly ascended the tree. The scrateh
os were short and deep, showing that
it had Ufted (teelf up and not slid
down, which would have made a long,
shullow serateh.

We gpread a strong net around the
tree in a elrele sloping upward on the
outer side. Around the top of (he net
there were drawn ropes from four di
rections held by hall a dozen natives
Mdden In the bush. These were to
hring the top of the net together and
thizs bag our game

After walting some houra the leaves

above rustled and then opened, as &
pix-foot male gorilla descended un-
sunpectingly and entered the trap. |1

signaled, the four ropes wera pulled
nt onece, and we had our animaj—for
a moment., He roared In fury, twist
Ing, Jumping, and hiting the ropes Into
pleces. The natlves were pulled abowt
ke dolls as he tried to reach first one
aml  then another. The professor
jumped about o exeltement, trying to
focus a camera on the Infurlated anl
mal.

At lnst the mighty arms of the go
rilla broke a hole through the net and
he tore the rest from him as though
It wore a rotten rog. Most of the na
tives fled in dismay. The professor
Aropped his camera and tried to os
cape; in a moment the gorilla grasped
him in its terrible hands.

1 seized my rifle and fired In the
alr to frightén the anlmal. In my po-
sitlon I could not shoot at him without
hitting wy friend. For & moment the

| gorilin stood still, holding the now up

consclons man as though he were a
the brute's lps drawn back from
his glistentng teeth. 1 thrust another
cartridge In my rifle. As 1 did so
there was a buzz In the alr, and an
arrow, shot by u native, plerced the
gorilla’s slde. A rour burst from his
rod throat and he dropped his vietim,
Like a flash, before 1 could shoot, n
native sprang from the leaves and,
half-throwing, half-thrusting, drowe
an pssagnl Into the gorilla’s heart
With a groan the brute feil dead
Examining the professor, 1 found
that his right wrm was broken and
that some of his ribs wera crushed
Into his lungs. We gave up the effart
to get a live gorilla and, placing the
Infured man In a hammock, curricd
him back toward the East coast. He
died on the road. Out on the veld be-
side u matlve village a lonely litile
elud marked “Carl Bloch" stieks wp
above the grass. It Is the professor'a
grave, Hunting !s not all exciting ad-

venture and laughing wictory. It has fts
tears, ke other things.
