FRAME OR STAND IN WHICH
THEY MAY BE DISPLAYED.

Design lllustrated Has Many Advan
tages and Can Be Made In Any
Size Desired—For Wall
or Table.

Here {s a frame or a siaod In which
many photographs may be displayed,
_and as they are not fixed in any way,
they mny ensily be removed and new
ones ghown; they are, of course, not
covered with glass, wo that the fact

that the frame can be closed, and the
photos thus kept from the lght is an-
other adavntage, .

The frame consists of three paris,
one Jarge plece shaped as shown for
the back; the sides beilng the same
slze pleces divided In the center. Our
model measures about 13 Inches In
depth In the center, curving down to
each side; it gshould be cut from very
firm cardboard, the front edvered
with silk of some pretty color, which
is divided In three parts as shown; It
ghould be turned over the edge and

fixed by mucllage at back; then a
piece of sateen slso fixed by mucilage
makes nil neat behind, The sides are

covered on one side with silk, ar
ranged In three parts, but Instead of
the sateen back, & handsome plece of
brocade or embroidered sllk is
stretched over thin card cut to size;
this is fixed by mucllage. The two
sldes are then fixed to the center by
a strip of ribbon about three-quarters
of an inch wide, which forms a hinge,
¢o that this elde may be closed like
doors, thus preserving the photos
from the light; the edge of the doors
may be finished by pretty [fancy
glmp or galloon.

Sew two rings on the back of the
center scallop; it may then be hung
on the wall if desired; or it will stand
om 2 table if the sides are fixed at
just the correct angle.
