tour yeurs of the clvil war, as the
gpecial guests of honor and a pumber
of the members of the, Sons of Con-
federale Veterans in attendance, tbe
one-hundredth and third anniversary
L/ the birth of General Robert Ed-
wird Lee was celebrated in the Young
Men's Christian Association with a
banguel and receptlon last evening.

The sffair, which was In charge 0
the Hampton and Old Dominion Dre-
goons Chapters, Daughters of  the
confederacy, proved one of the most
¢elightful ~ entertalnments  tendered
the veterans In many years and the
program brought forth rounds of ap-
plause und cheers from the veterans

The pretty anditorium of tlk- assoc-
.atlen was converted into a vertiable
Confederate pleture. Flags of  the
Confederacy and pictures of the great
vouthern leaders adorned the walls,
while ilie tables were covered with
downy white linen anl small fags
rtrewn around them. The menu Was
of the par excellence, It conslsted of
Juast turkey, country ham, Smithlield
btum, oysters in all styles, plekles,
celery, bot roils. butter, cranberry
1elly, ernckers, coffee, ice cream and

The members of Robert Edward
Lee Cump, Confederate Veterans, in
«harge of Commander Robert K. Our-
ti2 and the members of the Hampton
Camp, Sons of Confederate Veterans,
commanded by Major Frank C. Rees,
arrived at the associntlon shortly be-
1ore # o'clock and were then march-
ed to the banguet hall, The mem-
Lers of the two chapters of daughters
were in line and as the veterans and
cons proceeded to the banquet tables
were cordially received with hind
shakes by the Daughters. The atlen-
tion from the Daughters wWas espec-
ially pleasing to the gray halred vet
erans and good feeling was kept up
from start to the close of the recep-
tom

After the veterans had partaken of
the banguet and satisfied the inner-
man, Rev. George W. Wray, chaplain
of R. E Lee Camp, who made & most
accepiable presiding cofficer, rapped
for order and the exergises were
opened with a song by Mr. s.obert S
Hudgins, Jr.

Mr. Huodgins, Rev. E. Pendleton
Jones, D, I, the son of Rev, J. WiF
Ham Jones, D. D, who was the chap-
lain of Lee's army, was introduced
to the audience as the speaker of
the oceasion. Dr. Jones pald & glor-
ing tribute to General Lee and w
the men who followed him through
the days that took men o be sol-
diers. le made an address that
caught the hearts of his hearers and
was roundily cheered.

In the course of his remarks Mr

Brings His~Shawl.

Mr. George W. Caine, who was one
of the best soldiers sent out from
Hampton, appeared at the banguet
with the shawl which he carried with
kim from Hampton ag the opening of
the “hostilities,” and which he
brought back when the war ended
“l covered myself many a good night
with this shawl,"” explained the vet-
eran to his comrades, "during the un-
plensanines and now | am using the
shawl as a rap for my children and
grand children.” The shawl did not
appear to have besn worn by the good
service il had given. It was an oid
time woeolen shawl made on a hand
loom before the war. Mr. Caine alse
brought with him a number of war
reems, which were read to the aud-
jence by Rev. Reverdy Estill, D Iy,
rector of St. John's Episcopal church.
Another curio of Mr. Caine's was a
cannon “discharger,” which he took
frim a cannon belonging to the enc-
my.

Measurs Looking to Separating Elira-
beth City County From Accomac
Likely to Become a Law.

In Richmond yesterday the sénate
committee on elections and privileges
made a favorable report on the bill
introduced by Senator Saxcn W, Holt
cutting Elizabeth ity county off
trom Accomac as a “floater” in the
legislative district. The new hill
means that hereafter Accomac volers
cannot hive a say in sending o mem-
ber of the legislature from this coun-
ty to Richmond.

Many years ago, when FHzabeth
City county was under negro role,
the legislature pigsed an act making
Elizabeth City a floater to Accomac
and through that meins a white re-
presentative was kept in the legisla-
ture. Now that the colored vote Is
greatly in the winority no such neces-
sity prevails apd the local people are
anxious to have this a separate leg-
imlative district.
