F or
generations they have furnished able
ili|Homatists. statesmen and generals,
but more priests.

[of the king of Spain. The Merrys
have been celebrated for their piety,
their devotion to the church, and their

[loyality to the King of S|iain. but mote

than all for their conservatism and
rigid adherence to the customs and
traditions of their race. Merry del Val.
jsa.. who is now living at Home, is de¬
scribed as the typical old-fashioned
Spanish aristocrat. He is called a

"retrogunds." which means that he
looks baikwards instead of forward,
and the son has partaken of s une of
these i haracti ristics. The father haa
been in the dlpomatic service of
Spain all ris life, and his latest p hi

was that of ambassador to the holy
see, where he was so strict that h«
would not recognize.his cousin. Count
Kc.nauez. who was ambassador to .'he
king. The son has thus been bom
and reared in the atmosphere of di¬
plomacy. He was educatid at the
Jesuit College at Stoneburst. Kngland.
and at what is known as. the College
of Nobles in Koine, where the families
of the papal aristocracy and nobility
send their sons to lie educated for
:> diplomatic career.

The young man became acquainted
with Cardinal ltampolla when (he lat¬
ter was papal nunelon at Madrid, and
became his protege. Their relations
have been very intimate ever since.
Kampola has taken as much inter¬
est in bis welfare an.I advancement as

if he were his own son. Although
Merry took priestly orders be has
never iierformed parish duties.
He speaks five languages fluently--

Knglish. French, Cennah. Italian and
his native tongue of the church. He
reads and writes alt -of them with
great facility and was thus able to

acquire a familiar knowledge of opliti-
cal as well as ecclesiastical affairs in
ail the Kuropean countries.

His social position has been of great
advantage to him. as well as his ac¬

complishments and personal attrac¬
tions, and he has he-» n very useful to
the Vatican for confidential missions
to the different capitate. Handsome
of person, or polished manners, genial
dispositi in. and charming- coo versa
tional isiwers. able, intelligent, and
keen of perception, he was one of
the most useful and mnr»t favored of
all the clergy under the last admin
ist rat ion. and was perhaps more i-on-

stantly at the side of the ho.y rather
than any other man during the hast
