that Alaska has aspirations
in this dircction, but for sometima
this country has been dissatisfied wi'h
its form of government, and felt it
did not have proper understanding at
Washington. If it succeeds and
dnother wtar s added to the flag, the
United States will create » state out
of a territory that has 65,000 inhabl-
tanty, with a trade with the Unjted
States amounting (o over a thousand
tollare per annum for every white
wan; voman and child.

Most people think of Alaska a= a
eold, repellant country, with some
rich mold minbes, which are worked
under great difficulty. As a matier of
fact the country covers smiuch a great
area it has many climates, but its gen-
eral aspact may be likened to that of
Norway or Sweden. On the coagt
there are placef where the thermom-
ster never goes below zero in winter.
There are other sections in the inte
rior and on the northwest coast where
it is extremely cold in winter, but the
summera throughout are delightful.
Though this eéason is mhort, the aun
shines for so many houra a day that
regetation grows rapidly .

Those who associate this country¥
merely with (ts gold fields know Htt'e
of Its resources, It exported [last
vear nearly $500.060 worth of fish—

complete railroad systems ig yearly
becoming more apparent. Every gov-
ernor that has been .in Alaska has
said that proper transportation facili-
ties were one of the country's prob-
lems, this o epite of the fact that
there are-tremendovs and wonderful
wAterways.

The Yukon. which is extensively
used for tran:portatipm, is over 3.500

miles long and navigable for 2,000
miles, This immense tiver iz 50
miles wide at  its shallow meonth.

Other atreams are ngrigable for from
2060 to 1,000 miles, bui these do not
