committee are turning thelr attention !

toward the making up of the budget
for ths rext fiscal year and they ex
peet io begln actual work on the bud-
get next month., They realize that
they nre facing this year a great
amount of work and they know that
they will be called upon to consider

applications for Increases in the sal- |

aries of the men in several of the
ity depariments,

Hotk (e firemen and policemen will
ask for more pay next year. The
drivers and tillermen in the fire de
pirtment aiready have made applics-
tlon to the commitiee for an incredse
of $10 per month for all of the driv-
ers and $5 per month for the tiller
men. Knowing that other depart
ments would latsr ask for similar in-
creases, the committee decided not to
consider the matier until the bodget
is mada up.

Policemen Want increases.

While the application has not yet
been made, it 18 understood that the
policemen will ask for an increase of
$i a month for each man, making the
salary of the patrolmen and station
keepers $75 per month aud those of
tha patrol drivers $65 per month. In.
creases for the sergeants also will be
requested, it is said.

Besides these increnses, the school
board will appear before the commit-
tee and ask that the body provide for
an appropriation of $15.000 in the bud-
ot with which to supplement the
smount of mopey received from the
city levy of 25 conts for schools. It
ir probable that the committee will
recommend to the counell that no levy
{or schools be laid next year and that
the council appropriatd & lump sum
for the schools out of the general
fund.

Increase In Budget.

It is estimated now that when com-
pleted and presented to the couneil
the budget for the next fiscal year
may carry asbout $1K,00 more than
wa: carried in the budget for the
present year. :

The guestion of increases of salary
for the policemen and firemen is be-
ing strongly agitated at this time and
many f the eouncilmen ‘are in favor
of giving the officers and laddies more
money. In the applieation for an in-
creass of the pay of the firemen no
provision was made for increasing the
pay of the engineers of the fire de-
partment, who now receive 375 pef
month, but some of the solons favor
increasing them by at least 35 a
month and it is probable that a fght
for such an increase will be made.
