Shoeing Hones. -

The first point to be considered is, how'
to get the old shoe off. Do not let tho'
smith merely roughly raise the clenches,,
and drag the shoe off by main force with'
his pinchers, but let each nail be thorough-
ly loosened and the shoe taken carefully
off. The next point to bo thought of is
paring the foot, and fitting the shoo; ro- -

member, the shoe must tit tho foot, not
the foot the shoe. Fare out the foot till '
the sole shows a slight degree of elasticity

ly attended to, I mean the clenching of
the nails. Once the nails are clenched
down, never let the rasp go near them ;
the sharp stool of the rasp will very proba-
bly cut through the bend of the clench,
ami thus endanger the safety of the shoe.

In conclusion I will say a word or
two as to hind ones. I do not like Mr.
Miles' sharp-toe- d shoes, but prefer the

Young Man Attach Yourself to the
Democracy.

It is imi-orta- for every vounz man to t
Btand right in polities as well as other mat-
ters. TiiDse who join tho Ilemocracv con
nect themselves with a permanent organ-
ization. The party is with tho
foundation of our republican institutions,
and three-quarte- rs of the century has so
entwined it in the institutions of our coun
try that iu existence is fixed ami irrevoc
able so long as our government exists. It

Every one of them
was repealed in less than four years after
their passage. The Opposition to the De
mocracy was never continued m power by
the lieople more than one term.

They opitset the purchase ot t ali- -

fornia, New Mexico, anil Utah, declar-
ing that those countries Avere not worth
anything, and that wo had territory
enough.

They opposed tho purchase of Arizona
in 1 .

They never admitted a State.
Thev never organized a Territory.
Thev were also against their country in

time ot war.
