Now we Joave the turnpike and turm in
o & private ronud, ~tl.li|,:|\|, DAFTOW, & fjuar
ter of amile long: the land on both sides s
dewd level. We come toa low iron gate
it o whate wonden frame, which admits us
toun avenue of vonng cedars, eniling inn
grove, through which a guitar shaped lawn
i visilde, But still no house. Not till
thie carriage begins to wind about the lawn
sithin & vory lew sards of the front-doar
diw= the mansion disclose itself to view. so
bevel bs the land, o dense the surrounding
evergreen folinge.

Iti= not o very spacions huilding, and
very far indeed from heing an elegant one
A two story brick house, with n double pi-
sz both in front and in the roar: the
pliza wooden snd painted white, sapport-
od by thick grooved pillars of the same
material and eolor.

minates i o wing of the houss,  Just be-
hind the edifice isa large gardon, with
pebbled ;-.Ilil-, und beds bordered with
bricks, The rooms are lofty, rather small
and pluinly furnished. The parlors are
hung with portraite of the Genoral and
his friends, Coffee, Bronaugh, Gadsden, Ea-
ton and others. There s a portruit of
Mrs. Jackson in white satin, topaz Jewel-
v, low neck and short sleeves ; fut, fortv,
but not fair. In the hall are buss of Fi-
feard Livingston, Mr. Ciuss, and Levi
Wooidbary, .

e would have expected to have found
thie stables of such o lover of horses ex-
tensive and commodious : but they are
neither, Ome bailding of unbiown’ Togs,
with stalls for nine or ten horses, and an-
other still smaller for the shelier of the
huge family conch, are all the out build-
mgs Lhat now remnin.

The elevienl friends of M=, Jackson were
entertained at the” Hermituge with i pe-
culiar hospitality,  Indesd, clorgsmen of
all denommntions, were welosme there st
all times, and teeated with the most
marked distinetion .“r Earl. an artist,
often commissioned 1o print General Jack-
son's portrait, booame at longth a membwor
of liis family : and hoving employed the
lasi twelve yours of his Iife in continually
painting the Geneoral's portrait, died at
the Hermitage, and was buried in the
gnrden beside the general’s own tomb.—
“In memory of R. E. W, Earl, Artisg,
Friend and Comapanion of Goneral Jack-
som, who died at the Hermitage, 16th
September, 187" is the inseription on
liis tomb=tone.
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After the war of 1812 General Jackson
was never seen nt the (mr'i\'.-lril. and sel-
dom on the race ground, though his love
of horses was & love thit never grew eold.

He was no great reader of books, His

library at the Hermitage consists chicfly
of presentation copies and the biblieal
conimentaries so cagorly read by the Gen
oral ot o later day, He was always o de
vourer of newspapers, however, and was
fond of hearing an cloquent specch read
sloud in the family oircle. In enrlier
viurs he had been a warm admirer of the
cloquence of Henry Clay. He once de
clared with peculiar emphasis that it was
the perusal of Mr, Clay's speech against
the recharter of the United Stales Bank
in 1511, that convineed him of the .
somstitutionality and impolicy of a Nation:
al Bank. The later speeches of Mr. Clay
in favor of the bunk, we are well aware,
could not shake the convietions of 1511,
Mr. Calhoun’s war speeches were Keenly
relishied by the General, as were the diplo-
matic despatehes of Mr. John Quiney Ad
vme.  Monrae, Calhoun, Adams and De
Witt Clinton were the public men whe
stoodd highest in his regard at this period,

The conversation of (Genernl Juckson,

when at home among his faniliar friends,
reluted chiefly to the warlike exploits ol
himeell and his companions,  Revalution
ary ancedotes, of which his old friend
Gen. Overton, had a large stock, wers
purticularly pleasing to him, and he wa
ond of telling over the story of his own
boyish adventures during that contest,.—
In =praking of the defense of New Or-
leans, he usually attributed thegsuceess to
hie direet interposition of Providence in
apport of the weak against the strong.

A little scene that oceurred at the Heo
nitage table, ss deseribed (o me by a lads
vho witnessed it may serve to illustrate the
urious hlending of the Rennsylvanis
vith the soldier and man of the world
ometimes exhibited in Geneml Jackson’
swhavior.

In the momth of June, 1845, a negro
trader came to the town of Elisbethton,
md purchnsed & negro girl of one Samuel
I, Parterson, The trader oalled  himsel!
lahn Thonme, of Bowling tireen, Ken
weky. 1t nppears that he puad Pattemson
for lias plave five one hondeed dollnr bills,
purporting to be money issued by the
south-Western  Ruileond  and Banking
Company, Uharleston, Soath Carolipu.-
(e money was soon found out to he
fraundulent and worthless, but Mr. Thon-
w had Jeft inimedintely, with the slave,
aied was not heard of for ten years.

In 1855, Mr, Patterson thought he hod
got on the truil of Thomas, and in Cluil-
ane county, Tennessee, he found & man
= fully answering the deseription of the
irader, that ha !h-d him arrested and
brought to tfix]l. The nume of the ae-
nsedd is Gioprge H. Check, and he solemn-
iy wverred at the time of the arrest that
tiw had never hoon In Carter county. Aln
the trinl several witnesses of intelligence
aud respectability wwore that Grorge H.
Check, of 186, sand John Thomms, of
1445, were one and the same. The de
endant proved an ahii—that i he prov-
wl on the thal. by o number of warrents,
mdgements, £¢ that he was in Claiborne
oounty Tenn, ninoty-five miles distant
lrom Eliznbethiton, the very day it wos
alleged he hnd bought the slave. An
authentionted transeript fram  Claiborne
County Court shows that he was Acting
Justice of the Peace for that county in
1845, and theso old documents were
trought up to show that he was either
posessed of ubiquity, or could not have
twen in Carter county st the time Jobn
Thomas bought the slave. But the jury
returned n verllict of guilty, and sent-
enoed him fo three years in the peniten-
tinry of the state, His counsel have ap-
p«—nlq‘-l tuthe Supreme Conrt, which con-
venes at Knoxville on the the third Mon-
day of September.
