The Theatre of War lu Turkey.

The Journal des debate gives an interestingdescription of the probable theatre of the im¬
pending war, and the fortresses which defends
the Turkish bank of the Danube., The line of
this river from Orsova to the Black Sea has a

length of more than 200 leugues. Fighteeufortified posts defend the passages of the river
on the right, or Turkish bank. They uve Orso¬
va, Berza-Palanka, Forentino, Widdin, Arzal,Lorn, Zibrou-Palanka, Uahova, Nicopoli, Sis-
tow, Rutschukai, Turtukai, Silistria, Rassova,Hirchova, Matschinn, Isatchi, and Toultcho,
The inodt important of these are Widdiu, Ruts-
chuk, Silsitria, Matschinn, Isatchi and Tonlcha,
not as being great fortresses, but because theyobser\'ethe mouths of the Danube. The Turks
have no fortresses on the left bank. Formerlywhen the Russians have crossed the Danube'
they have encountered none but the natural ob¬
stacles of the passage, the Turks never hatingbeen able to oppose them on its banks, but at
the present moment a powerful army is preparedto dispute with them the passage." In time of
war the Russians keep on the Danube a flotilla
of gun-boats and small vessels constructed ex¬
pressly for the purpose, carrying guns of greatcalibre. The Turks have also flotillas of armed
barques, which have their statious in the portsof the river under the guns of their fortresseswhich are employed to provision them, and to
aid their defeuce in case of siege. The course
of the river between Wallacbia and Bulgariadivides itself naturally into three regions the
Upper Danube from Orsova to Widdin; theMiddle Danube, from Widdin toRutschuk and
Silistria; and the Lower Danube, from the
latter town to the sea. At Orsova the channel
of the Dauube widens considerably. Here the
fortress of Orsova rises from an island. It is a
rectangle, flanked by four bastions, a la Vau-
ban, constructed in the seventeenth century.Five leagues below, opposite the Wallachian
town ol Tehernetz, are the ruins of Trajan'sbridge. The river here attains the breadth of
a quarter of a league. Lower down the rapidswhich, without intercepting navigation, render
itdiflicult. The first important fortreaa which
we meet is Widdin, with a population of
20,000. It has been the form of a semicircle
with the Danube for the diameter. It is
an irregular and prolonged pentagon, with an
enciente flanked with radans, and counter-
flauked by five bastions of tolerably good con¬
struction. It has never been occupied by the
Russians, who have not been accustomed to
employ great military forces on the Upper Dan¬
ube. Nickopoli, a commercial town, was ruined
and entirely destroyed by the Russiuus in 1811.
It has now from 10,000 to 12,000 inhabitants.
It is a point of passage which it behoves the
Turks well to guard. Thus the enciente of Nic¬
kopoli has been reinstated, and Oiner Paclia at
this moment is constructing new works there.
The right bank of the Dauube is, for the most
part, higher than the left, which gives the Turks
a certain advantage; but there are intervals
where the valley enlarges aud where the pass¬
age is not rendered difficult by the configura¬
tion of the soil. At all these intervals fortresses
have beeu raised, most Of which arc of medi¬
ocre construction, but are sufficient to oppose a
first resistance, and to serve as a point d'appui
to a body of troops employed to obstruct the
passage, or to manoeuvere on the rear of the
enemy, should the passage be accomplished
by a superior force. It is on a point of this
character that in descending the Danube
we find the town of Sistow, with a population
of 10,000 inhabitnts, and an enciente flanked
with towers. This town was destroyed by the
Russians in 1811, but has been rebuilt, ana the
fortifications carefully reconstructed on a more
modern plan and augmented with several out¬
works. It is one of the strongest places on the
Danube. CJiourjewo, which once covered it on
the left bank, has been lost to Turkey as a for¬
tification, but there is an island in front of it
where some new works have been raised. 'Tur-
tukai, having opposite to it the Wallachien vil¬
lage of Oltenitza, is a point of passage which
the Russians have several times seized, and be¬
fore which they have at this moment, a numer¬

ous cantonment. The town, which has 5,000
inhabitants, is closed with an enciente like all
the small towns of Turkey. Its military im¬
portance is considerable, for the ground pre¬
sents no obstacle to the establishment ofbridges
of boats, and the town occupies the head of a

route which leads into the interior of Bulgaria
by Rasgrad. Oiner Pacha has carefully forti¬
fied Turtukai with the aid of European engi¬
neers, who are now tolerably numerous in the
Turkish armv. Silistria is one of the best for¬
tifications or the Danube.

Notwithstanding imperfectious which no

longer exist, the Russians had great difficulty in
obtaining possession of it in 1829. General
Diebitsch, although master of Varna, dared not
undertake the march to Adrianople before hav¬
ing taken Silistria; a circumstance which
strongly demonstrates the utility to Turkey of
the fortresses ou the liue of the Ube: they have
always held the Russians in check for twelve
or fourteen months. We may remark, en pas¬
sant, that fortresses have never hindered an

army from crossing a river. The Rhine has
been crossed whenever it has been found ne¬

cessary, notwithstanding that it was defended
by fortresses stronger than those of the Danube.
In each of the'r wars on the latter river the
Russians have been able to cross easily ; but
with a warlike people like the Turks, all of
whom are accustomed to bear arms, it is dan¬
gerous to penetrate far into the country, having
fortified towns in the rear. It was on this ac¬
count that the Russians in 1828 were obliged
to lay siege to three places before they could
carry their operations further into the country.

But to return to the Lower Danube; its
breadth augments and its rapidity diminishes,
but it preserves a speed of a league an hour.
Some leagues from Silistria the river makes a

great bend toward the north as far as Galatz,
where it resumes its easterly direction, until it
discharges it-self into the Black sea. Leaving
Silistria, the first town which we-meet is the
town of llos8ova, where the passage of the river
is impracticable on account of the marshes on

the left bank, which are fed by the waters of
the Bertscha. It is twelve leagues from Ros¬
sova, to the port of Kustendje. a fortified town.
Further on we find the small fortress of Hirso-
va, under the guns of which, in time of peace,
there is a bridge of boats. From this point to
the mouth of the Danube a vast low ami marshy
plain extends, having in it numerous lakes.
The communication uetween the towns and
villages is kept up by means of some very bad
roads, but the country is fertile. .

The forts of Matchinn, Isatchi, and Toultcha,
near the mouths of the Danube, are rather
posts of observation than fortified places. They
serve to keep watch over tho opposite bank, to

protect the Turkish flotillas, and, in case of
need, to lire ou the Russian vessels.
Many persous appear to expect every morn¬

ing news of the passage of the DanuW by the
Russians or the Turks, but the whole of the Da
nuhiau country is impracticable during the
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winter, and must be during the present autumn,
it the sewon ,B as wet there an it has been in
central Europe. The alluvial .soil i8 easily
broken up by the rains. The roads and route*,
not being well kept up, are in lmd weather no

thing but mud. All transports ofcommerce bv

if* the dry seaaon are very active
between Varna and Rutschuck, absolutely
cease. Then an army can no more manoeuvre

in the country; through the impo.>sibility of
carrying with it its artillery and necessary bag
gage. ' The irregular cavalry of the Turks and
the Cossacks of the Russians are the only troops
which can then keep the field. Iu the pre¬
ceding campaigns the Russians have always
withdrawn into their cantonments in Walla
chia, ever raising the rieges which they may
have commenced, and leaving behind them on¬

ly some Cossack scouts and garrisons in the
ttits¦des-points. The Danube, before it "is di¬
vided to form its delta, has a width of about
4,000 yards, which is broken up by little islands.
It is frozen almost every year. Wallachia and
Bulgaria, although situated under the latitude
of Provence and Tuscany, are subject to ex-

tremely rigorous winters," not being sheltered
from the glacial north-east wind which blows
directly upon them from the vast steppes of
Russia and the plateaux of Upper Asia. The
frost lasts from the month of December to the
month of March, and the country at the thaw
is more impracticable than ever.

I Frightftil.
1 he following incident was related to us the

other day, by one whose veracity is unques¬
tioned, and who was almost au eye witness of
the fact. It is more appalling than any we re-

collect to have ever read in the history of these
terrible reptiles:

Execution of Perry*
On Friday last, Parker Perry, convicted of

the murder of his wife, was executed near this
city. We learn that, a short time previous to
his execution, he made a confession of hit
guilt, implicating the old negro Ransom (who
is dead) in the murder.
The prisoner walked to the place of execu

tion, being attended bv Mr. Crowder, (colpor
teur,) and Rev.- Mr. Cufbreth. We learn that
he said nothing on the gallows, but when toM
by the sheriff that he was at liberty to speak,
he asked Mr. Crowder and Mr. C'ulbreth to
pray for him, and was engaged in prayer up to
the last moment. His body, alter hanging the
usual time, was taken down, delivered to some
of his relatives, and carried into the country to
be buried.
The crowd present at the execution was

very large, probably four or five thousand. At
an early hour the streets and grounds near the
jail were crowded with people of all -sexes, ages
and conditions; and the anxiety to see the
prisoner, and to be "in at the death," appeared
to be intense. We very much doubt the policyofpublic executions. The hearts of the multi
tuae are rather hardened than softened or bet¬
tered by the spectacle. The murder, the man
tier of its commission, the Iwaring of the
prisoner, his silence or confessions, the break
ing of the neck, the death-struggle.all these
things absorb their attention; and the example
which the law seeks to hold up before all is in a

Srvat degree forgotten in the excitement and
issipation incident to the occasion. Execu¬

tions, within the walls of the prison, in the
presence of a few persons summoned to attend
by the sheriff, would probably have a better
effect on the public mind.

Mr. Sheriff High and his deputies went
through the jierformance of their unpleasant
duties on the occasion with becoming pro¬
