Be it enacled by the Semate and House of
Representatices of the United States of America
in Congress assembled, That if any person or
persons, body politie or corporate, within the

istriet of Columbia, shall make, emit, issue,

utter, sign, draw, or endorse auy bank note,
promissory note, or any iustrument of writing,
tor the payment or delivery of money, or other
valusble thing, or of anything purporting to be
a valuable thing, of & less amount than five dol-
lars, to be used as & paper currency, or asa
circulating medium, either as money, or in lieu
of money or of any other currency, every such
person, and every member, officer, or agent of
such body politic or corporate, concerned in,
or assenting to, such making, emitting, issuing,
utlering, signing, drawing, or endorsing, as
aforesaid, for any of the purposes aforesaid,
shall forfeit and pay the sum of ten dollars for
each and every such bank note, promissory
note, or instrument of writing so made, issued,
emitted, uttered, si drawn, or endorsed,
oue-half to the use of any person who shall sue
therefor, and the other half to the county of
Washington, Distriet of Columbia. And on
the trial of any such cause, if the promissory
note, bauk note, or other instrument in ques-
tion, be in or in_the whole printed or en-
graven, it be deemed sufficient evidence
of aninteution to put the same in circulation
in violation of this act, unless the contrary be
shown.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That it
shall be unlawful for any person or persons,
body politic or corponteE to pass, or offer to
pass, within the District of Columbia, any bank
note, promissory note, or any instrument in
writing of a less denomination or amount than
five dollars, either as money, or in lien of
money or of any other currency, and aty other
person .or Peﬂons, and every member, officer,
or agent of such body politic or corporate, vio-
lating the provisions of this section, shall for-
feit and paya sum of not less than five nor
more than ten dollars for every such offence,
one-half to the use of the person who shall sue
therefor, and the other half to the use of the
county of Washington, District of Columbia.

Aad be it further enacted, That if
any merchant, hotel-keeper, shop-kecper, gro-
cer, commission merchant, or insurance agent,
any owner or driver of & hackney carriage,
omnibus, cart, wagon, or dray, any huckster,
butcher, auctionger, livery-stable keeper, any
owner or keeper of a billard table or ten-pin
alley, any pawnbroker, any manager or agent
of theatrical or other amusements, any hawker
or pedlar, transacting business under a license
granted by the corporation of the city of Wash-
ington or (Georgetown, in the District of Co-
lumbia, or any other person or persons trans-
aeting business under such license, shall either
1exive or pay ont auy paper under the de-
nomination of five dollars, or any other paper
n ot payable in specie on demand, so prohibited
as aforesaid, it shall be the duty of the attor-
ney of the United States for the District of
Columbia 1o sue out process in the nature of a
scire facias, or to institute other suvitable pro-
ceedings in the circuit court of the Distriet of
Columbia, against such offender or offenders,
returnable to the said court immediately, if
said court be then sitting, or to the next term
of said court, if there be then a vacation of
the terms of said court, requiring soch offen-
ders Lo whow cause why his, her, or their license
aforesaid, shall not be forfeited ; and on proof
exhibited to =aid eourt of such receiving or
paying out of such prohibited paper as afore-
smd, said court shall forfeit, annul, and vacate
such license, and no other license for any Eur-
pose shall be granted to such offender or offen-
ders until one year thereafter shall have passed
and expired.

Sec, 7. And be it further enacted, That it
shall be the duty of the marshal of the District
of Columbia, and of every constable of said
Distriet, to give information to some justice of
the peace in said Distriet, of every violation of

The Naturalization Laws.
In the case of a recent npplication for natur-
alization, Judge Dean, of New York, delivered
the following opinion, which is of general in-
terest :

New York Sveresme Covmr—Durcnrss
Couxry,
I the matter of the application of John Clark
to become a citizen of the United Stales,

The petitioner, & native of Scotland, applied
to the clerk of this court for admissiom as a
citizen. A number of other aliens made a like
application. The clerk was proceeding to ad-
winister the formal oath to the witness of the re-
spéctiveapplicants when the subjectwas brought
to my notice, and on inquiry I learned that the
practice has for many years been for the clerk
to receive and pass upon all applications for
naturalization and grant cerligcates without
consulling the court, and that the proof om
which aliens were admitted to citizenship did
not ordinarily meet any of the requirements of
the statute. On this state of facts I deemed it
my duty to forbid the clerk from entertaining
any applications of this nature, directing that
all should be made to the court. The applica-
tion was then made to the court, and on ex-
amination I found that neither Clark nor aoy
one of the other candidates for citizenship
could furnish proof of continuous residence
within the United States to exceed twoor three
years, and that each of the applicants was un-
prepared with any proof as to his conduct or
character during that brief period.

As this decision must change the practicetn
naturalization cases in this court and affect it
in others, it is due to the importance of the
subject that the reasons on which it is founded
should be given.

There are probably no laws of a public char-
acter so imperfectly understood and so badly
administered as those for the naturalization of
foreigners. Among the powers which wer by
the States delegated to Congress was"the one
to “establish a uniform rule of naturalization.”

his power was exercised the year after the for-
mation of the Government, by an act approved
by Washington, March 26, 1790; again, in
1795 and 1798, 1o an act approved by Presi-
dent Adams. All these acts were repealed in
1802, during the Presidency of Jefferson, when
the act was passed which, thongh it has been
modified in unimportant particulars, and in &
few instances materially changed, is the one
now in force, and under which the courts derive
their jurisdiction to net in the premises. One
reason why these laws are so imperfectly un-
derstood and o0 badly administered is that the
statutes of the United States have little appli-
cation to the affairs of the States, and the best
lawyers of the several States are usually igno-
rant of their provisions,

By the laws to establish a uniform rule of
naturalization any court in the State possess-
ing common law jurisdiction, a seal, and a

can exercise the power of admitting
uliens to citizenship. The judges of these
State courts, ordinarily familiar only with the
laws of their own State, have their time occu-
pied by attending to what they regard as their
Judicial duties, and permit, if they do not order,
s}!:plicntions for naturalization to be made to
the clerk, whose knowledge of the law is deriv-
ed from the printed blanks which he fills up
and sigus on receiving his fees. By this prac-
tice, which on inquiry I-find is general, if not
universal, certificates of citizenship are issued
indiscriminately and illegally, without a com-
pliance on the ](:n.rt. of the alien with any of the
requirements of the statutes except taking the
oath of allegiance.

The Brst section of the act of 1802, to which
I have referred, contains the following provi-
sions:

* Aoy alien, being « free white person, may be
admitied 1o become a citizen of the United States,
or any of them, on the following coaditions, and
0ot otherwise :

*“ First. That be shall have declared, on oath or
affirmation, before the supreme, superior, distriet, or
circuit court of some of the States or of the Territo-
rial districts of the United Stutes, or a circuit or
district court of the United Siates, three® years
at least before his adinssion, that it was bowa
Jide his intention tobecome a citizen of the Unij.
ted States, and 10 renounce forever all alle-
giance and fidelity to any foreign prince, poten-
tate, State, or rovereignty whatever, and particu.
luly by name the prince, poientate, State or V-
ereignty wheréof such alien may at the time be a
citizen or subject,

“Secondly. That be shall, at the time of his
application to be admitted, declare, on oath or af
firmation, before some one of the conrts aforesaid,
that he will support the Constitution of the United
States, and that he doth absolutely and entirely
renounce and abjure all allegiance and fidelity 10
every foreign prince, poteniate, State, or sov.
ereignty whatever, and particularly by name the

rince, polentate, State, or sovereignty ‘whereof

be was before a citizen or subject; which pro-
ceedings shall be recorded by the clerk of the
con

rt.

“ Thirdly. That the court admitting such alien
shall be satisfed that he has resided within the
United States five years at least, and within the
State or Territory where such court is at the time
held one year at least; and it shall further appear
to their sstisfaction that during thet time he has
behaved as a man of good moral character, at-
tached 1o the principles of the Constitution of the
United States, and well disposed to the good order
and Iu‘]wtntu of the same: Provided, That the
oath of the applicant shall in no case be allowed
to prove his residence.”

It will be-seen that the court, and not the
clerk of the court, is to admit alien; and
that, as the court, before admitting him, is to
be satisfied of certain facts, it follows that the
powers conferred upon the courts are judicial,
and not ministerial or clerical, and consequent-
ly that these powers cannot be delegated to
t‘e clerks, but must be exercised by the court,
and requires an exsmination into each case
sufficient to satisfy the court of the following
facts.

‘1. Five years' cantinnous residence of the ap-

licant within the United Siates, and one year of
Eko residence within the Siate or Territory where
the court to which the application is made is held.

“2. That the spplicant during the five years
bes condueted himself as a person of good moral
character,

“3. Thatthe applicant is in prineiple atts: hed
to and well disposed towards the Constituiier «f
the United States.”

The “continuous” residence would not per.
haps be necessary from the language of the
section I have quoted, but an amendment, ap-
proved March 3, 1813, by President Madison,
provides :

“ That no person who shall arrive in the United
Siates from and after the time when this act shall
1nke effect, shall be admitted 10 become a citizen
of the United States who shall not for the * con-
tinved term ol’ﬁvn;un next preceding his ad-
mission as aforesaid have resided within the Uni-
ted States, without being at any time during the
said five years out of the territory of the United
States.”

This amendment is now in force, except the
words “ without being at any time during the
said five ybars out of the territory of the Uni.
ted States. These words were, in 1848, in “an
act for the regulation of seamen on board the
public and private vessels of the United States,”
struck from the section. The object of the
amendment of 1848 was 10 allow seamen who
were actually e:g‘&d on any of the public or

rivate vessels e United States, and thus
in their business wete necessarily beyond the
limits of our territory, to avail themselves of
the naturalization laws ; bat the person draw-
ing the repesling clause made it general in-
stead of an exception in their favor. Whether
Con should wot restore this provision,
making an exception in favor of the seaman
and the soldier, it is not for me now to say, as
I am inquiring only what the law is, that it
may be administered correctly.

From the of the laws of Congress to
which I b.nmuﬁrnd I think there can be no
doubt of the correctness of the position I have
taken on the subjeet, and that the ice. of
the clerks in issming certificates of citizenship
without any application to the court, and on
proof of residence only, is an abuse which needs

——

to be corrected. It was never intended by
those who enacted the act for the naturalizstion
of aliens that persons who had been transported
for crime, that who came over here
merely because Europe was too full for them,
but who retained their loyalty of feeling for the
monarchies they had left, should, because they
remdined here for the period of five years, be
entitled to adwission to citizenship. = The in-
lention was to permit those who came here
from abroad seeking s permanent home, who,
by five years of continuous residence, mani-
fested that intention, and by good behaviour
during all that time and an attachment to re-
publican principles—a good bebaviour and an
attachment to republican principles which
could be proved to the satisfaction of & court—
had shown themselves worthy recipients of the
benefits to be derived from citizenship, and
safe depositories of the powers it confers, to be
admitted to rights and the exercise of

court, after an examinatio® into the facts of
each case and a judicial decision upon the a
glieation—-an examinalion which should be con-
ucted with the same care and a decision which
should be made with the same deliberation and

every other judicial act. Those courts which,
instead of Jmin'mering this law, have, by their
negligence and inattention, practically repealed
it, admitting thousands to the rights of citi-
zenship who want all the requisites to entitle
them to such admission, have been guilty of a
gross violation of duty, and have made thelaw
itself odious in the public estimation.

Of the wisdom or ty of our present
or of any naturalization laws it is not my busi-
ness at this time to speak; my duty now is to’
administer the laws as ere. I am com-
pelled, for the reasons I have shwl,wdens
the prayer of the applicant, and also to forbi
the clerk from in any manner exercising the
power conferred by Congress upon the courts.

deciding the case now beforo the court; but
there are other provisions of the naturalization
laws which are loosely interpreted or wholl
misunderstood. By the act of May 26, 182
the period between the declaration of intention
and granting the certificate of citizenship is
reduced from three to two years; but this in
no manner affects the
previous continuous residence.

The first section of the same act prescribes
a different rule for the naturalization of aliens
who arrived in this country prior to obtaining
the age of eighteen. It 1s:

‘“Any alien, being a free white person and a
minor, under the age of 1wcm§-one years, who
shall have resided in the United States three years
next preceding his arrival at the age of twenty-one
years, and who shall have continued 1o reside
therein to the time he may make application 1o be
admitted a citizen th may, afier he arrives at
the age of twenty-one years, and after he shall
have resided five years in the United States, in-
cluding the three years of his minority, be admit-
ted a citizen of the United States, without havin
made the declaration required in the first condi-
tion of the first section of the aet to which this is
an addition three years previous 1o his admission :
Provided, Such alien shall make the declaration
required therein st the time of his or her admis-
sion; and shall further declare, on oath, and prove
to the satisfaction of the conrt, that for three years
next preceding it has been a bona'fide intention of
such alien to become a citizen ofthe United States,
and shall in all other respects comply with the
laws in regard to naturalization.”

The practical construction of this provision,
I am informed, is for the clerks to admit aliens
who will make oath they arrived during their
minority, on proof of three years’ residence.
The true construction is, that it merely does
away with the necessity of a previous declara.
tion of intention to become a citizen on the
part of those who arrive in the country prior
to attaining the of eighteen years, but re-

uires, instead ;ts:uch vious declaration,

oath of the party and also proof that for
the three next years preceding it has been the
intention of the alien to become a citizen; but
in all other respects the act of 1802 and its
amendments are to be complied with by the
person who applies under this section.

The act of 1802 provided that no person ar-
riving afler the passage of that act should be-
come & citizen unless he had his name, birth
place, nation, &e¢., registered in the clerk's
oflice where he arrived, and also the place of
his iotended settlement, and required that the
clerk shonld record this in his office and grant
certificates. In 1810 an act still' more strin-
gent in its requirements as to the evidence in
cases of naturalization was and re-
mained in force until 1828, when these provi-
sions were wholly repealed. There are several
other statutes ing to the subject of natu.
ralization which are not formally repealed, but
which have become obsolete for want of per-
sons to whom they can be applied. The man
who would collect and embody in a single act
the operative portions of the various statutes
on this subject, with such amendments as ex-
perience has shown are to their due
aud faithful execution, would bea public bene-

factor. While they are, as now, scattered

through the laws of Con from 1802 to
1848, it cannot be expecmr::; the judges of
the various courts will undertake the task of

ascertaining exactly which section and line or
word is in force and which is led ; conse-
quently the administration of t laws will

be loose and defective until such an sct is
passed. And when that is done, and the laws
are administered in their purity, it will be ap-
parent that the faults have been far more in
the administration than in the laws themselves.
