pose to issue a paper at the seat of the State gov
;rnment. In the field of editorial enterprise, then
s ample room lor those who are now holding po
ition, as well as for others, who choose to ente
mo lair competition.

Although mainly devoted to the discussion o

nuch political questions, as they arise, which aflec
ihe welfare of North Carolina, whether relating t<
ihe federal or State govcriiineuts, or such local iu
terests as may be ofimportance, it is neverthelesi
intended to make the 8tatr*man a medium ofgeneral intelligence. Accordingly, the state of lh<
markets in the principal cities, to which eur com
merce goes, shall be fully and accurately reported
norwill the attention of the conductors be less ad
dressed to the subject of internal impfovements
as a meuus indispensable to the development o
the mineral and agricultural resources of the State
These interests, of primary importance, shall al
ways command their fullest attention. To thii
they propose to add carefully selected and origina
literary matter. Being strictly conservative, the;
propose to avail themselves of all the lights of ex
pertence, in that progress, which promises the ad
vancement of the interests of North Carolina.
The general objects of the proposed paper beinithus clearly indicated, it. may not be amiss bncfl;

to state the particular views which are to be sua
t&ined by it as a political journal.

1st. Our purpose beingto publish a paper purely de
mocralic, according to the straightest requirement
of that party,we shall advocate strict party organi
zation in its fullest and most comprehensive sense
an organization which originates in the populawill, expressed by the people in their primary at
semblies, and which has been so successfully in
troduccd among the democracy of many of tb<
ether States, by which the rank and file of lb
party are, in fact, those who indicate its decision!
una, ncinjr an nrougni into action, express tbei
will imperatively; thus, by open and fair dealing
commanding respect and obedience; an organiza
tion of the people, and hot of intriguer*; restonni
power to those whe, by sufferance, have tolermtei
its temporary usurpation.

2d. The democratic party shall always find in u
advocates of their right to select their standan
bearers, and to command acquiescence in decision
made by conventions fairly elected in their primar
meetings. Standing upon the good «»ljl Stnti
rights platform 6f'9S, we shall oppose governmen
corporations created by Congress for the purposi
ol internal improvement,the regulation of finance
or any other measure inconsistent with the right!of the States.

3d. Believing that the platform adopted by thi
late Baltimore convention contains the democrat!*
creed, they expect cordially to sustain the presenadministration, trusting that the policy adopted bjthose who compose it will Vie regulated by th<
cardinal doctrines of the American democracy4tb. They will advocate all such measures of in
icrnal improvement as promise by judicious proseration to promote the interests of the people ant
diffuse the benefits of s system already enjoyed b]
portions of the State.

&th. The disposition of the public lands being I
question of the most absorbing interest, we be
iieve it should be at once met and settled. Tht
unjust and unequal legislation of Congress, in re
lauon to those lands, and the large and freqtien
appropriation* made to the new states, indicate i
final departure Irom the old and wise policy of appreprinting the proceeds of their sales to tne pay
meni of the public debt, nnd the expense* of th*
government. It has for some time ceased to b«
cither a subject of hope or expectation that therr
will ever be a return to a policy which had sc
much to recommend it. Relieving that this ay*
em of squandering and prodigality is not only tc
continue but to grow worse, we shall protest
igainst it. and assert the right «f the old State* tc
heir equitable ahare of the land* which remain

REGULATIONS CONCERNING HACKS '

AND HACKMEN.
How to Know who the Hackman is..All hackt

are required to be licensed, and to have the num
ber of their licenses to be pawled in black fij(tnv»
of not less than twa inches in depth, on the l'roni
and side of each lamp attached to such carriage
or, if there be no lamps, the numbers shall be con

spicuously painted on each side of the drives'*
box.

In case any stranger or other person feels him
self aggrieved by any hack-driver, let him obtain
the number of the hack. How to reach him with
the law is hereafter pointed out.
Rates or Fars Allowed bt Law..For each

passenger for any distance not over one mile and
a half 25 cents.

Over one and a half miles, and not over
three miles 50 "

When detained on route prer five min-
utfes, driver » be allowed, in addition,for each quarter of an hour dened12J "

Rights or Perrons Hiring Hacks..When
more than two persons are in ^«ck the driver is<
not permitted to take up anolHCT passenger withoutthe consent of persons already in his hack.
When any number of persons employ a hack

the driver is not allowed to take up any other passenger,provided the occupant will pay him the
fare of three persons.
Hackmen are allowed to receive a greater compensationthan is fixed by law if it be voluntarily 1

offered by the passenger: but if he receive the
same without informing the passenger (hat it ia
greater than his legal fare, he is guilty of havingdemanded the illegal fare.

SKNOEK^-llackmen ate required by law to aarry ;
all passmlgers rendering them the legal fare, unless
previously enraaed for the time necessarv to trans-
port passengers offering him the fare, under
penalty of five dollars.
