The following platform, reported by
the Committee on Resolutions, was
unanimously adopted by the National
Republican Convention in session at

Chieago:

The National Republican y of
the Unitegd States nsaembledﬂnﬁat—
ional Conventionin the city of Chicago
on the 20th day of May, 1868, make
the following declaration of princi-

es :

First. We congratulate the country
on the sssured success of the recon-
struction projeets of Congress, asevine-
ed by the adoption, in a majority of
the States lately in rebellion, of con-
stitutions securing equal civil and
politieal rights to all, and regard it as
the duty of the government 10 sustain
these institutions and to prevent the
people of such States from being re-
mitted to a state of anarchy.

f#econd. The guarantee of Congress
of equal suffrage to all loyal men of
the South was demanded Ly every
consideration of public safety, of grat-
itude, and of justice, and must be
maintained, whilé the question of
suffrage in all the loyal Btates proper-
Iy belongs to the people of those States.

Third. We denounce all forms of
repudiation as a national crime, and
honor requires the paymentof the na-
tinoal indebtedness in the utmost good
faith to all creditors, at home and
abroad, not only according to the letter
but the spirit of the laws under which
it was contracted.

Fourth. It is due to the labor of the
nation that taxation should be equal-
ized and reduced as rapidly as the
national faith will permit.

Fifth. The national debt, contracted
as it has been for the preservation of
the Union for all time to come, should
be extended over a fuir period for re-
demption, and it is the duty of Con-
gress to reduce the rate of inferest
‘tihereun whenever it can possible be

one.

Sixth. That the best policy to dim-
inish our burden of debt is to so im-
prove ourcredit that capitalists will
seck to Joan us money at lower rates of
interest than we now pay, and must
econtfinue to pay so longas repudiation,
partial ortotal, open or covert, is threat-
ened or suspected.

Seventh. The government of the
United States should be administered
with the strictest economy, and the
corruptions which have been soshame-
fully nursed and fostered by Andrew
Johnson ecall loudly for radical re-
form.

Eighth. We profoundly deplore
the untimely and tragic death of
Abrabham Linecoln, and regret the ac-
cession of Andrevww Johnson to the
Presidency, who has acted treacher-
ously to the people who elected him
and the cause he was pledged to sup-
sart ; has usurped legiclative and jud-
icial functions ; has refused to execute
the laws ; has used his high office to
induce other officers to ignore and vio-
late the laws; has employed his ex-
ecutive power to render insecure the
prosperity, peace, liberty, and life of
the citizens ; has abused the pardon-
ing power ; has denounced the Nation-
al Legislature as unconstitutional;

If anybody has forgotten Mr., Reob-
ert Ould, the Rebel Commissioner
for the exchange of prisoners, it is
not the fuult of that gentiemen him-
self, for he has lost no opportunity of
keeping his name and his former funct-
ions before the public. The mission
which he seems to have chosen sinee
the close of the war is that of shifting
the burden of responsibility for the
sufferings of Unicn prisoners in the
Sout® from the shounlders of the Con-
federate authorities, where it belongs,
to the officers of our own Govern-
ment, whonever relaxed their eflforts
to secure the liberatibn of our captive
soldiers by a fair exchange. It will
be remembered that he was surround
as a witness on the Wirz trigl, and his

If any
of the political prisoners have nohand
proof enough te conviet them of being
spies, or of having committed other
affenses which should subject them to
punishment, so state opposite their
names. Also state whether you think,
under all the ecircumstances, they
should be reieased.
