At the reception of President Grant

nnd the leading Generals of the Uni
ted States army, Thursday, atToledo,
the following scene took place, as re-
ported in the Toledo Commercial :

ing on. General Sherman received a
dispatch from the South but he was
too much "encased" to read it, and
turning around quickly he kissed oner
of Toledo's lair daugnters wuo atooa
behind him, and asked her to read
the dispatch and tell him if there was
anything important in it. She blush-iugl- y

accepted it, and after attentive-
ly perusing it for n few minutes hand-
ed it. back to the General, remarking
very indignantly that Bhe saw noth-
ing there "except something about
some old grey coats and socks." The
Commercial reporter aBked the Gen
eral for the dispatch, but the request
was refused upon the ground that
there might be something in it not
appropriate for the press. He explain-
ed, however, that he presumed it was
a dispatch asking clothing supplies
for the yellow fever sufferers down
South, as he had received many such
applications quite recently, all of
which he said had been granted. The
General then resumed his attention
to the ladie3, and the kissing conflict
progressed with unusual fervor.
THE PRESIDENT KISSES A HANDSOilE

DAUGHTER.
General Custer, whose position wad

on the left, made a brilliant charge,
and for ten minutes kissed every lady
that passed him. Just at this mo-

ment an old lady came along accom-
panied by her daughter, a blushing
young girl about eighteen years of
age. She stopped in front of the
President and shook hands with him,
saying, "Mr. Grant, this is my
daughter." The President immedi-
ately stooped down and kissed the
youug lady, much to the surprise of
her mother, and he said, "Madam, I
am very much pleased that you have
such a handsome daughter." The
old lady was quite astounded, but
soon comprehended the situation and
walked away with a smile of satisfac-
tion on her face. The President soon

From additional observations taken
by our reporter we are enabled to pre-
sent our readers with an approxima-
tion of the muscular power expended
in shaking hands with the vast crowd
assembled at the hotel for that pur-
pose. Not less than 2,000 ladies shook
hands with President Grant, Gener-
als Sherman, Sheridan and Custer.
