The Pleasant, but Innocent, Practices
Indulged by Former Generations.

New England Bundling.

How Primative Yankee Duleineas
.Used 1o Entertain Their Sweet-
Hearts.

Among the many grand old ous-
toms which the American settlers
practiced, perhaps brought over with
them, was one which has not recalvy=
ed the amount of attention it descrw=-
ed, whether from a mistaken dellga-

raereltlte and nmatory nystell of
“bundling,” which was wont to make
the lives of New Epgland youth and
maidens sweetly happy, has not been
celebrated In song and story of late
years.

In the earliest days of thls country
the settlers were poor, and frequently
their habitations contalned but a sin-
gle apartment. Whole families were,
therefore, compelled to live eat and
sleep In the same room, and the
stranger within thelr ‘gates had, of
necessity, to take pot luck with the
rest. Even when Increasing prosper-
ity added a little to the original cab-
in, it was yet necessary to practice
economy in such matters as fire and
candles, and it Is altogether probable
that bundling eame into vogue under
these conditions, The girls had their
sweethearts, of course, and Lthesa, af-
ter a hard day's work, wounld frequent-
ly walk 10 or 12 miles through the
snow to see thelr lady loves, It
would be cruel, reasoned the compla-
cent parents of yore, toturn the faith-
ful ewain out again at midnight; and
go, under certain restrictions, be was
ailowed to share Duleinea’s virtuous
couch. Before proceeding to a more
exact deseription of this phase of col-
onial home life among the humbler

classea, wa will pause for an instant to
