Hired Help.

Much has been written and many dif-

ferent plans proposed as to tho host and
most plan of hiring neces-
sary help about the farm. Tho old say-

ing, if you want a job half done, send;
if woll done, go yourself," is very appli-
cable at the larm, but, alas for human
endurance! there are times when on an
ordinary farm no ono man can begin to
keep up with the work to bo done, and
tho farmer is obliged to look to somo
one else. On many of tho larger farms
only two, and many times three or four,
hands aro kept busy all tho year around,
and especially is this the case wlioro
much stock is kept, and where it is tho
rule to feed all that is raised on tho
farm and sell the products in condensed
torms. Wlicre tins is mo cisu lining
by tho year is best, as by that means
ybu are not expecting a change at tho
end of overy month, your help gets
belter and better posted as to your way
of working and manners of feeding and
attending to your stoclc, while tho help,
knowing ho is sure of his placo, takes
more interest in his work and is better
satisfied and will look more to tho in-

terest of his omployor than if he wore
only working by tile month. He soon
understands what is required of him.
and is bettor prepared to perform his
part.

On large farms where help is required
continuously the sure-- t and most relia-
ble help is obtained by having men with
families, furnishing them witli a small,
comfortable houo and a garden patch
mid paying them by the year. Labor-
ers of this class are, as a rule, bettor
content, less likely to want to change,
and more trustworthy, and thoy will
look morn in their oinnlovcr.s1 intor- -

ets, us thoy know that their living and
that of their familiob dopend upon their
faithful performance of their work and
ontlio success of their employers llnau-ciall- v.

Day help is generally the dearest of
all, us the laborer demands higher
wages where ho works by tho day than
if he is working by tho month or year.
Then ho has no interest except to put
in the time as easily as possible, as ho
hns no assurance of anything further
V1k'H night comes, lionco he does not
a.coniplish as much as if employed per-

manently. Thou, generally speaking,
the class who go around working by the
day aro those who havo not been ablo
to secure work by the month or oar-gen- erally

tho poorest of tho laboring
classes as regards abilitv and willing
ness to work. This is not always tho
chso as circumstances sometimes com-

pel tho best of hands to bo working by
tho day. A good, reliable hand can
generally obtain steady work with very
littlo trouble, and if ho has a reputa-
tion for doing good, honest work,
will find very Tittle difliculty in securing
work by tho year or month. Cor. llural

Tickles mill Pickling.

Tho number of questions which como
to us overy summer on tho subject of
pickles, is vory great. Tho purport of

majority of these is: How can wo
put up pickles to look like those sold in
jars at tho stores?" Tho fine appeor-auc- o

of those pickles in hottlos is duo
to two things: Thoy are made green
by tho uso ot copper, and tho vinegar is
colorless. It is called "White-win- o

vlnogar," but is really mado from
whiskey. So far as health goes, tills
vinegar is as wholesome as any other,
but it is entirely lacking in tho pleasant
odor and taste of cider vinegar. Iland-som- o

pickles can not bo mado with
cidor vinegar, but thoy aro a great deal
better. Tho pickles "aro greened by
soaking them to free them from suit, in
a copper vessel, or most generally by
tho uso of Vordigris, which is tho aco-tat- o

of copper. As wo do not adviso
the making of pickles green by this
process, wo do not give tho (fetalis.
Such pickles should not bo bought, and
ought not to bo sold. Serious results
may follow the continued uso of oven
tho minute quantity of copper these
handsome pickles contain.

At tho plckle-factoric- s, tho owners
contract with the growers for cucumbers
of a size that may bo agreed upon, at
a fixed price por thousand. If tho size
is small, the vines must bo looked over
ovefy day or two. Whatever tho size,
thoy must alway bo cut from tho vinos,
with the stems left on them. At the
factories they aro placed in largo wood-
en vats, using half a bushel of salt, to
fivo bushels of cucumbers, witli water
onough to cover them. In salting them
for homo uso, an ordinary whi.sk oy or
alcohol barrel may bo used, removing
ono head, and making a follower of
boards, to keep tho cucumbers under
tho brine. Tho cucumbers aro placed
in tho barrel as they aro picked, and
salt sprinkled among them. When tho
barrel is half full, add water to cover
tiio cucumbers; as more aro ad-

ded, uso nioro salt, and water if
needed, to cover them, using half
a bushel of salt to tho barrel. When
full, head up the barrel, knock out tho
bung, and fill up completely witli water.
In tight barrels cucumbers in a brino of
tliis strength will keep for a long time.
In salting small quantities, a brino
strong enough to Iloat a potato may bo
poured over tho cucumbers, placed in a
jar or keg. It takes about a month for
tho brino to thoroughly penetrate them,
and make them fit for putting into vin-
egar. For family use most persons pre-
fer the cucumbers rather larger than
thoso sold in bottles; whatever the size
fixed upon, it is desirable to have all in
tho same lot as nearly of a size as pos-
sible.

Tho following vegetables may bo salt-
ed in the same manner: Green tomatoes,
string beans, green peppers, martyuius
(taken when very tender), and unripe
melons with tho contents romovud
through n hole made in the side. Pep-
pers have a slit mado in them to admit
the brine into the interior. At tho
pickle-factorie- s, great care is taken to
uso only the purest salt; that contain-
ing linio is said to cause decay. Coarse
salt in crystals Is tho host. American
Agriculturist. .

More Flesh Less Fat.

A man's appetite frequently has much
to do witli his opinions. Forty years
ago, when labor was a pleasure, wo
cared not how much fat was mixed with
tho llosli of beef. Our digestive organs
were equal to any demands upon tho
system Less activity lias wrought
sympathy for the sedentary and the dys-

peptic. Tlio largest portion of tlio beef
ealors cannot eat or digest tlio lumps of
tallow on our fatted heuves. Nearly
half of tho weight is tallow, and is a to-

tal waste. Ilenco there is a demand
for beef for city consumption in tho
United States and Europe witli moro
llcsh and less fat. And the inquiry lias
become so earnest that breeders and
feeders are beginning to heed tlio de-

mand. Even our English customers
complain that American beef is mado
too much of corn and too littlo of grass.
Tho only way to obviate this complaint
is to raise more blue grass and loss corn.
And tlio pastures should bo so arranged
that growing steers can have tho ad-

vantage of it in winter as woll as sum-
mer. Corn is not to bo repudiated as
the food or finish of cattle. Nor is it to
bo denied that it is a llosli as well as fat
producing article of diet. Hut cattle
raised mainly on sweet, tender grass,
havo a greater proportion of llcsh,
than when fed mahily on corn. Tho
complaint cannot bo remedied altogeth-
er by tho change of food. It must bo
largoly aided by tlio breeder in select-
ing stock inclined to a largo amount of
juicy llesli and loss none nnu int. uur
soil and water saturated witli linio is
calculated to produce larger bones, so
breeders must Judiciously select small
boned and well lleshod animals. Wo
havo always contended that tho profes-
sion of stock breeding mount something,
and if it is not employed to improve in
every way, tho business should bo aban-
doned, and thoso men called thorough-
bred cattlo raisers. This is a serious
question to consumers, and wo plead
for more tender, juicy llesh and smaller
pili'S of tallow with our beef. Iowa
Stale llcgister.
