Through the Suex Canal.

After conling at Malta we stoamed

To a Puzzlied Parent,

The fact that your boy has a peculiar
faculty for spending money, and a pe-
culiar distaste for saving or even Seem-
ing to save it, so that of two articles of
equal desirability he would alwayvs pre-
fer the more expensive, especially if
the prices were to be known to *‘the
boys,' may well give you some eon-
oern, and certainly ealls for some watch-
fulness and care; but it is not necessi-
rily a bad sign. It indicates rather ig-
norance than vice, and is a fact duoe
rather to the social civilization of the
times than to special personal charac-
teristics,

For in America the common though
rude test of character is the ability to
make money and generosity inspending
it Wedonot admire a miser, we do
not worship, as it is sometimes said we
do, mere wealth., There is no commu-
nity where hoarding is more despised,
But those men most rwpn-ch-.f who
have means and use them with liber-
ality., The man who has a handsome
house, tastefully built and furnished,
who drives & fine span, who dresses
himself and his wife and children well,
who hires an expensive pew in church,
who gives liberally to public and be-
nevolent i-ntnrprims—-in other words,
who apparently has plenty of money and

usges it freely—is the man most likely
to be looked up o by all his neighbors,

including the deacops and the min-
ister. The test thus furnished is pot
altogether & bad one. If a man in

America has money, this indicates ener-
gy. industry, temperance and thrift—in
brief, the economie virtues; if he spends
it freely, this indicates a liberal, gener-
ous disposition—in brief, the chief so-
cinl virtue. These two classes of vir-
tues—the economie and the social—by
no means constitute a complete man-
hood; but they go very far towanrd mak-
ing a useful and agreeable member of
society. The free spending of money is
furthermore unconsciously encouraged
by ministers and religlous literature.
Pulpit exhortations to liberality are {re-

a malden |

quent; to economy, rare, The duty of
parting with money is emphasized; the
accumulating of money is treated rather
ns & vice than ad a virtue,  Under such
circumstances it is not at all strange
that our boys should grow up ambitious
to be free spenders and asnamed of
small economies; that they should wish
to appear to have plenty of money, and
that they should think it manly to spend
it freely., They can hardly be expected
to look into the philosophy of this mat-
ter, or to realize that there is a diller-
ence between spending their father's
money and spending their own. Not a
few grown men, and some with a repu-
tation of greatness, never comprehiend
this distinetion. There ure members of
Congress with a large reputation for
liberality wholly built upon their ex-
penditure of other people’s money, and
others subjected to the odium of nig-

rdliness simply because they are care-
ful about voting away money which
comes out of the hard earnings of othe
ers.

Nor is the mere fact that your boy
gets into some bad companionships and
some demoralizing activities any proof
or even any indieation of a depraved

nature. It indicates danger for him.
and demands foresight and  eaution

from you, but it does not indicate moral
culpability in him: certainly not of an
extraordinary Kind nor to un extraordin-
ary degree. Good boys are often only
insane boys,
because they do nothing at all; they
mope and are quiet and get a reputa-
tion for sanctity Hilupl_\'%lm'uum they
are half sick. They never tear their
clothes becanse they never climb troes:
never get wet beeau-e, like cats, they
are afraid of the water; never tight be-
cause they are cowards; never disobey
because they have no will of their own.
