pathy with tho Imperialistic policy. It Is
"aid that he believes the Filipinos should.
bo treated like the Cubans, and loois with
apprehension upon the permanent holding of
the Philippines and their government as
subject colonics It Is not known whether
tho growing coolness between tho admin-
istration and Colorel Kerens Is tho result
of his convictions or th9
cauvo of it. but It is admitted that Mis-
souri Republicans no longer beslega tho
Colonel as of old for his indorsement, hav-
ing knowledge that It Is no longer

Assistant Secretary Davis. In oidltloa to
being a prominent officl il of the adminis-
tration, has been tho personal representa-
tive of Kerens It Is said that he Is con-
scious of the waning power of the Xatlonsl
Committeeman since the advent, of Sec-
retary Hitchcock In Washington, and being"
clcssily Identified with tho former, has lost
Interest in the game.

By others It Is said that his resignation.
If tendered, will h to enable him to take
n more active part In the campaign thh
fall He has been In demand as a campaign,
orator In doubtful States since his advent
In Washington, and It is probable that hj
xv ill be In equally strong demand as a lec-
turer on South African affairs after ht3
return from that country.

It appears
that he has not authorized h!s Intlmato
friends here to set at rest any of tho In-
teresting gossip concerning his plans, or
to confirm or denv the statement that h
will l"avj the Interior Department upon
his return. Xevtrthelesn, the Impression Is
growing that his present trip, taken os-
tensibly for recreation and health, may ba
prolonged Indefinitely; and. In fact, prom-
ises to er.,1 in tls retirement from
olllco upon his return.
