Under this amendment the Uniteil States

would be prohibited from blockading the
canal In time of war.

The Un'ted States vccmld bei prohibited
from erecting- permanent fortifications
commanding the canal or the viator- ad-
jacent.

The United Elates would bn permitted,
under the exemptions guaranteed, to takv
any- - steps necessary other than ihe erec-
tion of permanent forttilcatlons to defend
the canal and the territory of the United
States, permitted to disembark troops, mu-
nitions of war and such other material as
Is necessary to defend the canal and the
territory of the United States from attack.
