lor the benolit of the community.

It will be well for this fact of plain
duty to be remembered. Public senti-
ment is fully aroused on the wineroom
and poolroom Questions, and the vital
necessity for the suppression of both
fvils is recognized. The courts must
more fully with the work of
the police. Judges mast not act in the
interest of wineroom and poolroom pro-
prietors, but in that of the people. If
they fail to do no, they may now rest
assured that public condemnation will
follow.

IT SOUNDS PRACTICAL.
Considerable good might result ftoin

the carrying out of Councilman Hcdses's
bUggeblion that a committee of three
Democrats and three Republicans be ap-
pointed by the Merchants' Kxchauge for
th-- j purpose of investigating the cily's
