the one relating to tho granting- - of public
and quasi-publi- c franchises. There is a
strong feeling among some of the 'nlltieti-ti.- il

bailers, of the majority, especiilly la
the House of Representatives, that the
franchise provision is one nf great loose-
ness.

In the act ns passed it s prnvMeil that
all grants of franchises, rights, and privi-
lege of a public or quasl-puoll- c nature shall
be made by the Executive Council, with the
approval of tho Governor, and In the case
of franchises for railroads and tclesrapli
and telephone companies they shall be sub-
ject to annulment by Congress.

In the provision as. submitted to the Sen-
ate by Chairman Foraker, on behalf of tha
Committee on Pacific Islands and Porto
Itico. it was provided that railroad, tele-
graph and telephone franchises should bn
made by tho Executive Council, with the
approval of tho President of the t'Jnltcd
States, who should report the same to Con-
gress. This provision was modified so as
not to require the approval of the Presi-
dent to such franchises, and may now-- be
made by the Covernor and Executive Coun-
cil, subjert only to the contingency of a
future annulment by Congrass a contin-
gency which would probably never arise
except In some extreme case, and then
after the holders of the franchise had ac-
quired vested rights under it.
