The third car of the spclil
tIn has six sleeping sections, two bath-
rooms supplied with hot and cold water, and
a compurtmer.t for baggage In the forward
end. Added to tho train at Chicago was a
Chicago and Alton parlor nnd oli'ervntloa
car. for the accommodation of tbe Jackson-
ville ard St Louis Keception Committees
nnd the newspaper represent itlves.
