It Is recognized as an imperative
necessity that a municipal nitration
plant lie established in Su Louis. The
comfort and sanitary safety of the peo-
ple of St. Louis demand that this be
done. It is also imperative that the
work be begun in the very near future,
so that the plant shall be finished and in
working order lj-- tlie time tho World's
Fair of 1903 shall throw St. Iuis's
gates wide to visitors from all quarters
of the globe.

The funds necessary for this work
must be raised through the revenues of
the Water Department. The sugges-
tion is now being made that there shall
be a reduction of water rates. The im-

mediate effect of heavy reduction would
be to place cenain political and financial

in control of the water supply
situation -- oiurtly what they desire and
are striving for. It would render

the erection of a municipal
lilter plant.

The public is not suffering under
water rates. It would not ap-

ple. lably feel any benefit arising from
a reduction of rates. It would suffer
tremendously through a failure to es-

tablish an adequate filter plant. It is a
choice between the two that must be
m:.de. The Republic heartily favors
the niaintenanco of the preisent rates
and the consequent ability to establish
a titter plant which shall jurotect St.
I.ouisaus from the danger of an impure
water supply and save the city from
humiliation before the world In VMS.

TWENTY PROTESTED.
The recent Senate vote of I'll to 20

against considering an e.pression of
sympathy for the licrrs does not menu
ipai twenty htnatorH favor active par-
ticipation by tku I'nited States In the
South Afru"jn War. It means that
twenty Senators protest against the
present attitude ot the al ministration
towerd that war.

Few properly conservative Americans
would favor In u-r- f .pence by the United
Slates lu South African affairs except
through the channels recognized as dip-
lomatic in she international code. l"n-de- r

otdinary conditions Mich an expres-
sion would mean armed assistance.

Every right-thinkin- g American, who
calls to mind the American Revolution,
favors assistance to the cause of the
Hours through the recognized diplomatic
channels. These channels at present
are closed because of tbe attitude of tins
State Department and of the entire ad-

ministration. At tbe opportune time
much assistance could Itnve been ren-
dered without in any way compromising
the United Stales or violating tlieir
policy. This assistance was not given.

Under the circumstances It is not
wonderful that a resolution of sympathy
for the Boer should receive 20 out of 49
votes in the highest legislative body in
the United States.
