organized under the direct authority of
John Wesjev. who gave it Its doctrine and
rules. To these lnv been added from time
to time such legislation as semed to be
neede.l to internet and carry out their
spirit. The constitution has therefore been
a growing on whoso limits have never
been clearly defined.
