BISHOPS FROM THE CLERGY.

Laity Not Eligible for Such High'
Church Favor.

Chicago. May li Prcposed changes In the
organic law of the church again came u
the fore at session of the Meth-e.di- st

Episcopal General Conference. The
subject of changes came up In the presenta-
tion vt tho report of the special committee
appointed four ear ago to revise the law.

Section 4 of article 3 of tho constitution,
as presented by the chairman of the com-
mission, was approved, and articles 4 ami
5. providing for the Issuance of creden-
tials, were also adopted without dispute.

Delegate, George Elliott of Phtladelphii
met defeat In an attempt to secure still
further recognition for laymen. He worketl
In a resolution to make laymen and local
ministers eligible as Bishops, a privi-
lege at present confined to traveling; preach-
ers or elder. The resolution was tabled.

The Committee on the State of the Church,
headed by Pattlson of Penn-
sylvania, rent a quartet of secretaries of
organized benevolences to tho anxious seat
bv introducing the Xollowlng report:

"We recommend that there be but one
general secretary for each of the orgsnlied
benevolences of tho church, who shall ba
the executive ofacer.

This proposition cuts off four general sec-

retaries, who are now bervlng on annual
salaries of Ji.5"0 each.
