who are at present in this city:

"Messrs. Fi"ehrr, V.Vssls and Wolmor-an- s,

who are representing the outh Afri-
can republics In this countrt. have rectlted
many preralng Intltations from most of
the largo cities of the Cnlted States to
ilsit them, but owing to the short time
they havo to spend in tills country It will
not be poesi, to accept ell of the Invita-
tions received. Thev hato concluded first
of all to visit Baltimore. Philadelphia.
Providence trad Boston during next wek.
After visiting rhese cities thej are In hopes
of able to sparo the time
to extend tin Ir tlslt to several
cities in the MlddI- States, timely no-
tification of which will be given to the
conrtnlttris who hato honored them with
Invitations. The common councils and Maj-
ors of a number of cities are urging them
by resolutions to make th'm a tlslt. nnd
It may be possible that their stay In this
country may be prolonged a few dajs In or-
der to mvet thir wishes. The entoys ex-

press themselteg as very grateful for the
many expressions of sympathy heard on
all sl.'.ts"

TROUBLE IN JERSEY.

French and British Islanders Make
Demonstrations.

London. May 25. Serious trouble is threat-
ened between tho British and French resi-
dents of St. Hellers, island of Jersey, ow-
ing to the pro-Bo- er attitude of the latter.
There hate been sevral collision j, anil
this morning the troops wcie forcej to
charge with fixed bayonets to prevent tho
demonstrators from invading tho French
quarter. Thirty arrest were made. The
British Consul has reported the sltuntlon
to the British Foreign Office, with the re-

sult that tlis litter has wired to tho Gov-
ernor. Lieutenant Gep"ral Sir IMnurd
Hopten. holding him personally responsible
for tha maintenance of order.
