vi ere shot last nlKht at 1:10 o'clock
as they were walking in 1'ark
by two unknown men. Acroidlng to the
t, sttmenj of bj standi rs tie strikers gave
no provocation, and the shooting was de-

liberate on the part or Its pen i tratnrs
The affair creatd a great sensation and

i general panic In Iifayctte Park. Kvery
walk and promenade was crowded with
nun. women and children who were enjoy-
ing the evening out of door-- .

The shots were heard at tho Iifavett--
Park Police Station, which N but a stone's
throw from the scene of the fracas. Po-
lice were immedi-iul- dl'patched to the
scene, but when they arrived at the spot
where were the wounded men u dtnse
crowd had congregated, but tho men who
had fired the shots had lied, and beyond
descriptions of their appearance there v. as
no clew to their ldcntil. A call for an
.imbalance was immediately turned in. tind
Philip Sullivan was taken to St. Jlary'h
Inllrmarv. Previous to tro arrival of the
ambulance, O Council and James Sullivan,
with the asistante of frl-nd- s, walked to
their homes

The accounts of the shoedlng varj some-
what in detail. Inlanders say th.it after
the fusillade the party of unknown tneu. of
whom there were three, though only two
had fired shots, fled west on Iafaette nve-nu- e

and turned south on MIouri avtnue.
Nobodv thought to follow- - them.

began the shooting, but elc not think It was
the -- trikers, as they saw no revolvers in
the ir hands.

Tatrlck O'Connell was at his homo
list i.liht on McNulty street. In his walk
hemic after the affair he had lost muen
blood and was consequently very weak
Dtictor Francis of No. 9t! Park avenue
dressed his wound and sai.l It wa not se-
rious. O'Connell said that he had never
seen the men who did the shooting before.

The police have so far been unable to
locati any to the orlRlral
trouble which led up to the shcotlng.

According to Patrolman Docker 's state-
ment, made to Assistant Chief Plckel. h
was on his wav to the emergency barracks
