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WORLD'S FAIU IULL.
Fpeakcr Henderson of the National

House of Keprefientatives ojiiWhes the
passage of the St. Louis World's Fair
Mil, carryins a Federal appropriation of

5,000,000 for the proposed celebration
of the centennial anniversary of tbo
Lonifciana Purchase, and says that other
Kepubilcan leaders aro elmilarlly op-

posed to ftuch leBifilatiou.
A failure to pass thia measure, owing

lo the Itepublican opposition thus dis--

closed, would, from a political stand-
point, rovcal a singular lack of llepublic-a- n

appreciation of St. Louis's claims us
a Republican city in an overwhelmingly
Tcicocratic State, and would indicate
that St. Louis's three Congresamen, all
Kcpublicans, are not treated with that
party consideration to which they cro
entitled. It would also indicate the ty

Oicantic eubsidy schemes, Rich as that
contained in the

Oil ship subsidy bllL Imposing
a tax of 209.000,000 on tho American
people for tho further enrichment of tho
eyudicates, readily gain the bupport of
the Kepubilcan majority la Congress.
The St. Loci World's Fair bilL how-
ever, docs not make the same strong ap-
peal for Kepubilcan favor. It Is merely
for the benefit of all the people of tho
great Southwest, tho Louisiana Pur-
chase Territory, promlting only to call
the world's attention to the vast

of that territory and to further
develop theso resources. Speaker Hen-

derson and other Republican leaders are
unable to support such a measure.

The American public will not fall to
note the tlgnliicance of this opposition
to tho World's Fair bill.

world's history. The Oberammergau
peasants regerd their village perform-
ance, as essentially a sacred perform-
ance. To them every spoken word, every
bituatlou, every changing 6ccne, is in-

stinct with the divinity of Christ's story.
They take up their wort with awe.
They conduct the Passion Play as a sac-
rament.

It Is an old and skeptical world which
looks on at this novel production a
world quick to sneer at most evidences
of a literal faith In the Scriptures, even
While Itself observing the forms of dif

fering Christian rlluaK That the Ober-nnmierg-

Passion Play escapes this
cynical regard Is what make.--, it dis-
tinctively remarkable. There- - is. Indeed,
something very pathetic in this phase
or its presentment oqo can almost im-
agine tho world of "advanced" Chris-
tianity contemplating tho work of tho
Obvrainmcrgau villagers with wistful
eyes, envious of tho bweet faith thlch
makes possible the line sincerity of their
work.

WILL IT RE CLOUDY?
To-da- y ciouds will have one of their

periodical opportunities to interfere with
science and the progress of human
knowledge. The clouds to do irrepar-
able damage do not need to be the dark
nimbus rain cloud. A Ceet-- cirrus or a
heaped up cumulus cloud unluckily
plactd at the critical period will make
entirely useless all the elaborate work
of preparation for the eclipss on which
scientists have for years been engaged.

The track of totality of the present
eclipse is luckily situated. It traverses
a habitable and settled dUtrict to which
access is easy. This is not alwajs the
caso. Sometimes the track oi totality in
a solar eclipse traverses the ocean and
astronomers are obliged to pick desolate
little islands before unused and unin-
habited. They take journeys half way
around the earth and enduro severe
hardships, to reach these desolate spots.
Expeditions, planned with cery care to
completeness of apiaratus, commissary
and camp equipments, are fitted out.
An oversight in the plaunlug of such an
expedition might iuterfeie fceriously
with its work.

Even iu the present Instance skilled
men havo traveled from
observatories to get into the line of
totality. Their places were selected
many months ago. Their cameras, tele-bcop-

and spectroscopes havo been
placed In tho best possible places, de-

termined by calculation and observa-
tion. Observers havo drilled themselves
over and over again In the work they
must accomplish during the hour and
seventeen minutes during which totality
will last. Every motion of tho hand, has
been rehearsed with thoughtful care
time and time again. It is a hit or mis?
enterprise this observing of a total
eclipse. Thero Is no cliauce- to correct
errors or to remedy bungling. The men
who will man tho instruments from
which tho moat important results are
expected are not bunglers. The instru-
ment they use Is as familiar to their
hand and eye as Is the thimble to the
finger of a practiced seamstress.

Even with all these precautions, or it
may bo because of these precautions,
observers are frequently seized with a
sort of stage-frigh- t or "buck lever" wheii
the momentous Instant arrives. Es-

pecially is nervousness Ukely; with a

James Fitzharris,
alias ." and Joseph Slullett.
the Irish Invincibles. who were recently
released from prison in Ireland, where they
wero sentenced for complicity In tho rhoe-nl- x

Park murders la lSS were to-d- or-

dered excluded by the Hoard of Special In-
quiry at the Immigration Station, and or-

dered deported. Tho exclusion was made
under the interpretation of tho law which
f JrbiJs any one being admitted to this coun-
try who ban beet adjudged guilty of a
"felony, enrce. Infamous cr.me or misde-
meanor involving moral turpitude."

Tlie two men were recently pardoned by
Earl Cadogan. Iyjrd IJeutcnant of Ireland,
from a sentence of and
reached this city amon-- r tho steerage pas-
sengers on the Lucar.Ia Saturdcy last. Af'er
a conference with Commissioner Fi'chle.
the men wero ordered lack to Ellis Island
to await tho action of the Hoard of Special
Inquiry.

The two men wero taken before tho board
at Ellis Island this morning. Tho inquisi-
tion was secret.

After the meeting of tbo board It was
learned that Fitzharris was the first to bo
examined by tho members. He admitted ho
had served nearly seventeen jears in pris-
on. After being asked tho usual questions
as to his nge, nativity ard residence, Fitz-liarr- is

was asked of what crime ho had
lwen convicted, and answered: "Treason."

Ho was thn questioned as to thii
chargo, and he told tho board tliat ho luid
been arrested about nlno months after tho
famous Phoenix Park murders, in company
with twenty-thre- e others. These twenty-thre- e

were accused of having teen acces-
sory after the fact, while Fitzharris was
charged with having been nn accessory be-

fore tha lact. Threo months Inter he was
brought to trial, with other of the accu-- d.

Five of them were sentenced to bo banged,
nnd Fitzharris was sentenced to penal ser-
vitude for life.

While telling hi story to tho board. Fitz-
harris declared that nt the time of his
trial ho waa offered UO.iW by the English
Government If he would turn Informer
agalLst tho other members of tho ba.nd.
Thhj ho refused to do. Of his life sentence
he served about seventeen years lu tho
Mount Joy, Chatham. Doawnpatrlck and
Slarjbone prisons. Eight months ago he
was pardoned. Fitzharris said that he and
Slullett hnd about KM between them when
they reached this port.

Fitzharris asserted that while he was on
Ilritish soil he was compelled to report lo
the police ever month as to his doings
and whereabouts.

"I caano to this country." he added, "be-
cause I want a chance to rest and recu-
perate. I wanted to may hero about three
months and then go back to my family

Muliett Iiid:gnntly refused to answer
any of the questions put to him by tho
board. Ho declared he was not being ac-
corded proper treatment by tho Govern-
ment.

His examination lasted only a short time,
as ha would not respond to questions.

The men wero then tnt to the "excluded
pen."

4. Do away with the incntive to cut
prices and simplify the transaction of their
business with the association by agreeing
to organize Into a corporation and deal
