ItOllCIirS'Si IIKPOKT.
London. June 5, II 07 p m. Tho War Of-

fice ha3 received the following from Lord
Roberts:

"Pretoria, Juno E. lZ."t p. m Just liefore
datk jesterday the enemy were beaten
back from nearly all the positions they had
Kn holding, and Inn Hamilton's mounted
Infantry followed them to within f0 yards
of IYetorla, through which they retreated
hastily.

"De Lisle then pent an officer with a flag
of truce Into the town, demanding Its sur-
render In my name. Shortly before mid-
night I was awakened by two official. of
the South African Republic Sandberg, mil-
itary secretary to General
Botha, and a general otllccr of tho Boer
army who brought me a letter frem Botha
proposing nn armistice for the purpose of
settling the terms of surrender

"I replied that I woald gladly meet the
Commandant General the next morning,
but that I was not prepared to dlcuss any
terms, as the surrender cf the town must
be unconditional. I asked for a reply bv
daj break, as I had ordered the troops to
march on tho town as soon ns It was light.

"In his reply Botha told mo that he had
decided not to defend Pretoria, nnd he
trusted women, children nnd property
would be protected. At 1 o'clock a. m. to-

day, while on the line of march. I was met
by three of the principal official with a
ilag of truce, stating their wish to surren-
der tho town.

"It was arranged that Pretoria should bo
taken possession of by her Majestj's troops
at 2 o'clock this afternoon.

"Mrs. Botha and Mrs. Kruger are both la
Pretoria.

"Some few of tho British prisoners have
been taken away, but the majority are still
at Watcrval. Over a hundred of the of-
ficers are In Pretoria. The few I have seen
are looking well."

Irlnh Yeomanry Surrenders.
Following Is the text of a dispatch from

Lord Roberts announcing a disaster to the
Thirteenth Battalion of the Imperial Yeo-
manry:

"Pretoria Station, June j, i; p. m i
regrrt to report tint Thirtetnth Imperial
Ytoinanry had to surrender to a very su-

perior force of the enemy on May 31. neir
Llndley. On receiving Information of the
battalion being attacked. I ordered Methuen

proceed with nil npeed to Its assistance.
"Methuen wa3 then on the march, on the

Hellbron side of Kroonstad, anil half an
hour after tho receipt of my telegram on

!

Juno 1 he started off. By 10 a. m. of tho
following doy he had marched fort four
miles In twjnty-flv- e hours, but lw was too
late to rescue Colonel Sprigge's Yeomanry.

"Mcthutn attacked the Boers, who were
between two nrd three thousand strong,
and after a runrlng fight of live hours
completel routed the enemy.

"It Is a very rfgrettable circumstance,
but I trust It will not be very long btforo
tho Irish Yeomanry aro released from
captlvltv."
