HARRY T. DEKKER

SHOOTS HIMSELF,

Bullet in Ilis Brain Ends the Life
of a Former St. Louisan

in 2sew York.

INDICATIONS ARE OF SUICIDE.

Course of the Ball Supports This
Theory. Although the Circiim-htance- s

Point to Acci-

dental Death,

A special dispatch to The Republic from
New York says that Harry T. Dekker. a

n promoter of Western railroad
properties, shot and killed himself last
evening In Ills apartments at No. 1049 Sev-nt- h

Avenue. Mystery surrounds the trag-
edy for the reason that while the nature of
the wound Inflicted by the bullet Indicates
suicide, all other circumstances point to an
accident.

Mr. Dekker. who was 28 years old. wasj
In business at No. 52 Ilruadway with his
brother-in-la- Throop Mason. He went to
New York several jears ago from this city
where his father and brothers now live.

With his wife Mr. Dekker lived In the
fashionable boarding-hous- e at the address
given, conducted by Mrs. Kly. They had a
buito of apartments on the third floor. In
dcrcrllilng the shooting the New York dis-

patch says:
"It had been the Intention of Mr. and

Mrs. Dekker to dine with friends In West
End avenue thl" evening. Mrs. Dekker was
before a dresier in the front room putting
the last touches to her toilet. Her husband
was. In a rear room at a chiffonier. He was
In his shirt sleeves and was adjusting his
necktie while carrying on a pleasant con-

versation with his wife.
"Mrs. Dekker a moment later heard him

open one of the drawers of the chiffonier
and almost Instantly tho report of a pis-

tol shot sounded. She turned around In
time to see her husband sinking to the
floor, while his right hand clutched a re-

volver. She rushed to his side and saw
blood pouring from a wound In his right
temple.

"Mrs. Dekker's cries brought the inmates
of the house to her side. They found her
kKsing her husband's face and hysterically
calling upon him to speak to her. She said
he must have taken the revolver from the
drawer to place it In his pocket, and. as it
was self-actin- g, discharged It unintention-
ally.

"Doctor Palmer, a police surgeon, who
lives across the street, was summoned, and
he said the shot must have been Instantly
fatal. He turned his attention to the wife,
who he found was In a serious condition.
He administered opiates, to which she
failed to respond. At n late hour
Doctor Palmer expressed a fear that she
might lose her reason, even should she re-

cover.
"Doctor Palmer said the course of the

bullet, which had passed through Mr. Dek-
ker's brain, was such as to Indicate the im-
probability of the wound having been ac-
cidentally Inflicted."

Residents are very much
gratified at the excellent mall service, the
mall coming and going regularly every
week during the past winter. Letters only
from tHe United States, however.

"Provision are a little cheaper in some
line, but there Is no change In the cost
of living, and board and lodging at J200.
eggs $3 per dozen, oranges at 11 each and
apples of quistlonable quality costing W
cents apiece are examples of the high
prices at Dawson City. The license on sa-

loons has been reduced from $3.W0 per an-
num to J1.D0O. A duty of 2 per gallon Is
assessed on all wines. liquors and beer
brought Into the Yukon territory.

"Uy August It Is expected the White Pass
and Yukon rRallroad will have been ex-

tended seveifty miles to White Horse, and
from there In the summer months, the
steamers can make the run to Dawson City
In a couple of das. All kinds of boat
are being fitted up in Dawson to convey
people to Cape Nome, but jn many people
came Into Dawson last winter as went out.
