COtONEL CAVENDER'S CHASE.

He Went After the Man Who Shot
at Him With a Noiseless

Gun - Deputies Dis-

charged.

In th alienee of Colonel J. H. Cavender
and Adjutant George B. Webster, who were
nt the Coroner's office the greater portion
of the dar. Acting Adjutant K. C. Rowso
was In command at the posse barracks
yesterday. Interest among the deputies cen-

tered In the inquest oa the bodies of the two
men who were Killed In the riot on Wash-
ington avenue last Sunday. The news that
two posmnen had born placed under ar-

rest In connection with the case caused
some comment. They were Gardner

a member of Battery A of the Na-

tional Guard of Missouri, and George, TV.

Cox, both members of Company F of the
rose comltatus.

Captain Lewis T. Tune, recruiting offlcer,

has decided to use members of the posse to
summon new men Instead of relylns on the.
SherltTs regular deputies. Ills reason for
this cour-- e. lie says, is that the possemen.
as a rule, are personally acquainted with
men he is after, know where their homes
aro and their haunts when not at home.

As Colonel Cavender was returning to the
barracks from the Coroner's office In the
afternoon, accompanied by'his orderly, Ueu-tena- nt

Walter McKenna, ho was struck on
the body by a bullet from a noiseless gun
or beanshooter at Tenth and Pine streets.
The missile did him no Injury. Colonel Cav-

ender saw the man when ho fired upon him,
and jumped off the car and tried to capture
him. The man ran east on Pine street, pur-
sued by Colonel Cavender and Lieutenant
McKenna. He dodged into the Laclede flro
brick yard at Ninth and Pine streets and
escaped.

Klotz &aa l'oaaemun Fired. First.
James I. Klotz. a traveling salesman,

whoso home is in Toledo, O., and who is a
guest of the Lindel! Hotel, was the tirst
witness. He showed considerable feeling
against the posse.

In the course of his testimony he was
questioned by. Coroner Lloyd about letters
he had written to the press about the riot,
and paiticularly about one to an afternoon
paper, in which ho said he would like to
testify. If the authorities undertook an

He was asked whether he did
not think the insinuation that the authori-
ties might not Investigate the affair was
calculated to encourage laniessness. He
replied that ho did not so consider the
statement in the letter, which, he said, was
written with a desire to have Justice done,
and also in the hope that it might have
some influence on the effort on the part of
some citizens to have the militia called out,.
He also said in his testimony that ha
thought the deputies on last Sunday han-
dled their guns like boys, and that when-
ever he saw a boy with a gun he always
tried to get behind him.

The testimony of Klotz In substance was
that he waa In his room in the Lindcll Ho-
tel, at the Sixth street and Washington
avenue corner of the building, when the ex-
citement began. He heard music and went
to the window, whence he tad a full view
of the scene of the trouble.

lie saw the uniformed men marching west,
preceded by n drum corps, which turned
soutn in mxtn street, just then two men
In uniform went out of the line of the pa-
rade and two men with shotguns oame
from the sidewalk toward them. Witness
had seen nothing done up to that time by
either slie. although there was consider-
able yelling. Several cars were going east.

The two men who left the ranks and themen with the guns began scuffling, where-upon a third left the ranks and approached
the group. Another man with a shotgun
came toward him. The third man with thegun advanced to a point half way between
the rail and the sidewalk, when he fired.
This was the first shot fired, so far as Klotz
could remember. At the shot one of themen in the scrimmage dropped acrosi thetrack. Then the shooting became general
nil along the block. The men in uniform
broke and seemed trying to get away. Wit-
ness thought that several hundred shotswere fired.

Klotz further asserted that he saw shoot-ing rrom the windows of the barracks, themen firing in every direction "as If theywere craze-stricke- n and thought that every
man in the street was an enemy." Look-ing toward Broadway, he saw another mandrop to his knees, try to arise, then fallflat, blnir there until carried nwAv Th
came the patrol wagon, the mounted police
and the ambulance. Witness testified thatno saw no man in uniform with a weapon.
He saw r.o rocks or other missiles thrown.

Cossllly Waa Xcrrons.
Charles W. Ca.-sll- ly of No. 13S North Gar-

rison avenue was the next witness. He is of
a photographer, having his place of busi-
ness in East St. Louis. He was returningfrom East St. Louis. Wh-- n the trouble be-gan he was Just opposite Crawford's. Acar passed and som one hit the screenalong the side with something soft. Witness was sure that notrouble preceded the shooting.

RIOT INQUEST.
From Pace One.

Cavrndor covered him, whereopon he re-
placed his weapon. Tho prisoner then was
taken to the liarracks by the Sergeant, the
uniformed men scattering. By that time
many In the parade had rushed west across
Sixth street and were firing their revolvers.

The first shot in the riot. Colonel Caven-
der said, was llred directly after the brick
was thrown through the car. He was sure
that it was from a revolver, and that it
would not have been fired by one of his
men. He saw a man throw up his hands
and fall near Sixth street, and later another
man rail at Broadway and wasmngton
avenue. He was unable to name any of
the members of the posse who tired shots
and did not recognize Cox and McKnight
as caving participated in tho snooting.

Colonel Cavender, being sent to the room
la which the twenty-on- e prisoners were de-
tained. In order to Identify If possible, tho
man who tried to draw a revolver, re-
turned with the statement that he thought
he had identified the man. He was Rheln-har- dt

Mueller, but when he was brought
before the Jury and Colonel Cavender was
questioned, he said that he could not be
sure. He then stated that the man had
tried to draw the weapon from an Inside
pocket on the left side of his coat.

On Mueller's coat being thrown back, it
was seen that he had no inside pocket
there, and Colonel Cavender sold that he
had been mistaken In his identification,
Mueller not having had opportunity to
change his clothing since the riot. In re-
sponse to further questions. Colonel Caven-
der said that he did not know whether any
of the paraders were lntroxlcated. He was
sure that none of his men were. He gave
no order to fire while the rioting was In
progress and heard no such order given.

Adjutant Webster's Mory.
At the barracks the statement had been

made by several. Including Adjutant George
B. Webster, that J. H. Kennedy, one of
the prisoners, had been Identified positively
as the man who threw a brick at the car.
Adjutant Webster followed Colonel Caven-
der to the stand. He failed in his identifica-
tion of the man who threw the missile, se-

lecting Allan Knabb as the man he thought
was guilty.

Adjutant Webster's testimony was about
as follows:

He stood In the barracks entrance as the
parade came up Washington avenue. Ho
heard considerable shouting, and some of
the marchers were waving their caps, while
others were shaking their nsts. wnne tney
were passing the barracks a car came from
the east, and as it passed the barracks a
brick was thrown through the windows.
When the witness heard tho crash of glass
he shouted to others of the posse, "get
him." and Joined those who went after the
man who tnrew me nriCK. xne man was
on the north side of the car and witness
saw him stoop, then run west. Before wit-
ness got to him a shot was tired and a bul-
let passed between him and Captain Robin-
son. Witness did not know who fired the
shot, but It was the first that lie heard. He
was sure that It did not come from a mem-
ber of the posse.

As the first man in pursuit reached the
front end of the car, two strikers came be-

hind him with drawn revolvers. Witness
Jumped back to make his shotgun effective
Just as one of the men leveled his revol-
ver at him. The man was unable to fire,
probably because his revolver was at half
cock. He was still struggling with the
weapon when some one to rear and left of
witness shot him. The second man with the
revolver got behind two women and es-

caped. The man who threw the brick was
taken to the barracks, where, according to
the witness, he gave the name of Kennedy.

Afterwards a man ran up the street from
east of Broadway with revolver drawn and
witness shouted for some one to get him.
Another of the poase called for him to halt,
and then two shots were fired from shot-
guns, the mnn falling. Witness stated that
the first man shot rai In front of the street
car through which the brick had been
thrown, sume distance east of Sixth street.
The other man fell at Broadway. Both had
revolvers. He stated also that he did not
see McKnight and Cox In the street, al-
though several members of Conmanv F. to
which thev belong, were there. A number

uniformed men were Intoxicated and
two of the prisoners were very drunk, dif-
ficulty being experienced In getting them
Into tho patrol wagon.

Kennedy Xot Identified.
In tho witness room, Webster selected

three men, any one of whom, he said, might
have been the man who threw the brick
through the car. They were Allan Knabb,
Charles Johnson and Rhclnhardt Mueller.
When they were brought before the Jury,

said that he thought that Knabb was the
mnn. J. H. Kennedy was brought befcre
him, but ho stated positively that he was
not the man. In responso to a question
from Coroner Llojd. Kennedy said that be
was arrested at Broadway and Washing-
ton avenue by Deputy Frank N. Johnson,
after the shooting commenced.

On n roan named Mclvor. when the pris-
oners were searched, was found a revolver
with two chambers discharged, still warm
and the barrel powder-staine- d, according to
tho Adjutant, and a heavy
bean shooter was taken from a man who
gave his name first as Luke Stevens, then

Luke Stevenson. Also there was found
several of the prisoners considerable

buck shot and a quantity of cartridges. A
prisoner who gave his name as Chappel had
thrown a piece of brick on a pile of mat-
tresses in the barracks.

Witness wai positive that Thomas had a
drawn revolver when he was killed. He
said In regard to the charge that deputies
Shot from upper windows In the barracks
that his back was turned to the building
most of the time, but that he saw no shots
fired from windows.

Missile Thrown nt a Car.
W. S. Rcblnson of No. 728 Carpenter Place

was the Deputy Sheriff who arrested theman for throwing at the car. On tho
Ktand yesterday he made In substance the

"I was in the doorway facing east, watch-
ing the parade as It approached from thebridge. There was some demonstration eastBroadway, but no violence. At Broadway
and Washington avenue a westbeund carstopped to let off or take on passengers
ard two strikers stepped In front and hadsome words with the motorman apparently.

"The car started neatn. nnrt th a.n
stepped back. In front of the barrackssome missile was thrown at the car. I
think that It was a torpedo. I saw the

and heard the explosion as It struck
tho car. The man who threw it immediate-
ly ran west. With others, I started west,
expecting to head him oft around the car.
The man ran through the column or
paraders and kept zigzagging.

"In front of Crawford's he ducked under
umbrella carried bv one of the parad-

ers, I and two other deputies were at him
when he did this and pulled him out of
lire. General confusion followed, and sev-
eral strikers ran to his assistance. One of
them had a stick and yelled 'let that man

come on, boys.' One of the deputies
with me reached over with a revolver to
strike one of the men who was trying to
take the prisoner from us.

The revolver dropped, and I tried to
catch It. but did not succeed. It explodod
when It struck the ground. Immediately
there wrere about halt a dozen pistol shots
from behind me. Then came a report from

snoigun in in rear ana to my left, from
down the street. A few minutes later, after
crossing the street and coming back. I sawman lying acrofs the south track. I
laanad over him to ascertain how tads

he was hurt. I had some conversation with
him, but cannot remember what was sild.
He had a slight wound in the cheek, as
If cut with the sight of a pistol by some
onn attempting to club him with It. Then
some one In the barracks called me to dis-
tribute ammunition, and I went In."

Witness said that tho pistol shots from
behind him were fired by others tlun mem-
bers of the iicse.Prisoner on the Stand.

William Thomas, half brother of one of
tho men who was killed, and who lives at
No. 1423 Franklin avenue, testified that he
and the dead man had been motormen on
the Chouteau avenue line until the strike
was inaugurated. He was walking in about
the middle of the parade, between Broad-
way and Sixth street, when a deputy ran
out and grabbed him. while three other
deputies leveled thxlr guns at lilm. He
was taken to the barracks and from there,
according to his statement, saw hl-- 1 brother
lying in the street.

He Insisted that he heard no shots fired
before he was taken to the barracks and
saw no demonstration of any kind. Ho
did not know why he was arrested. He was
quite sure that bis brother was not armed.
He heard no tad language and saw no
rocks thrown. He knew of no disturbance
In East St. Louis, preceding the riot on this
side, and was sure that none of the men In
the parade waa Intoxicated. He was pres-
ent when the other prisoners were searched
and saw no weapons taken from them.
Tho only weapon found on him, he said,
was a nt pocket-knif- e.

Bryan Brown testified that ho was walk-
ing down Sixth street when he saw tho
strikers marching past the posse barracks.
He said that he saw two deputies clubbing
William Thomas, and that Thomas's half-broth-

Edward, tho man who was shot,
rusnei to his assistance. Witness then said
that more deputies ran out from the bar-
racks to the assistance of those who wero
trying to arrest Thomas. He heard a shot,
he said, and saw Thomas fall to tre ground.

Witness said that Thomas was not facing
the deputy that shot him. and that he did
not see any weapon in the hand of tho
man that was shot. Witness said that he
did not know what caused the deputies to
attack Thomas, or what caused the shoot-
ing. Ho said that he thought he could iden-
tify the man that did the shooting if he
were to see him In the same garb he wore
Sunday. He was asked If be could identify
either McKnight or Csx as one of the men
who did the shooting, and ho replied that
he could not.

Women. Were Calltns; "Scab."
Mrs. May Brown testified that all the

men. women and children on tne street
were calling "Scab!" and hooting when the
parade was within ten feet of the barracks.

"Then I saw men rush out from the bar-
racks," she continued, "and commenco to
shoot. I saw tho first man fall, but 1 cannot
say who shot him. as the shot was fired
from a crowd. I did not see any w eapon la
the hand of tho man that waa shot.''

irhm naked hv the Coroner if she had
seen anybody throw a brick or had heard It
hit the car, she replied that she had not.

L. F. Morelock, a carriage and wood
worker, who lives at No. 2315 North Tenth
street, testified that ha waa returning from
Belleville, and that when he reached the
corner of Broadway and Washington ave-
nue he saw several men standing In front of
the barracks, and that several shots were
fired from the guns In the hands of the dep-
uties, when the crowd scnttercd and he saw
a man fall. Witness testified that before the
shooting he saw deputies trying to arrest a
man In tho ranks who resisted, while other
deputies left the barracks to assist In ar-
resting him. Witness testified that nt this
Juncture he saw Frank Rtne coming along
that street, and that when Itlne stopped to
look back he was shot down. Vv Itness tes-
tified that he tried to help Rino up from tho
street, when a deputy leveled a gun at his
head and ordered him to move on. Tho
deputies, he said, seemed to bo wildly ex-

cited. Witness testified that ho saw no
weapons In the hands of the strikers and
that to his mind the shooting or Rlne was
unprovoked.

John Luby. a porter at the LIndell Hotel,
was an to the shooting. He tes-
tified to steing a man fall at the first shot.
but could not identify th man who did
the shooting.

Ed Fenbach of No. 4213 Newstead avenue
testified that he was In front of the bar-
racks, when he saw one of the deputies
run out Into the street and grab hold of
one of the strikers, and call to other depu-
ties to come to his assistance. Some one
called halt, he said, and everybody stopped.
Just then the shooting commsneed, and he
saw men dropping to the ground and others
scattering In all directions. At this Junc-
ture, he testified, a car almost ran down tho
men who were on the track, anil In order
to escape being run over some of them had
to Jump on the fender of the car. Witness

Mrs. Maude Rheinhardt of No. 2705 Russell

avtnue testified that she was standing In
the door of the Boatmen's Rank, when
some men in the rear of the first division of
the parade commenced to shout "scab." She
got on a car. she said, and when the car
was In the middle of the block she heard a
shot ahead of her, and saw a man Tall
to the ground. She knew nothing further,
she raid. Her husband. Ferdinand Rhein-
hardt. corroborated her testimony.

I. Lipschltz or No. 2W8 Cass avenue tes-
tified that he heard shots, which, he
thought, came rrom tho liarracks, and that
when he turned around he saw a man fall
to the ground. He did not know, he said,
who did the shooting or what caused it.

M. F. Goodrich testified that ho saw a
deputy run from the barracks as the
parade was passing and pull a nun from
tho ranks. Other men In the ranks came to
their companion's assistance, he said. Then
he saw a deputy raise his gun and shoot
a man who had his side turned to him.
Witness testified that he saw Gardner Mc-
Knight standing in front of the barracks
ns he passed, but did not see him shoot.
He testified that the man who did the
shooting wore leggings, blue shlrl and belt,
army hat. and that he appeared to b about
G feet 8 Inches tall, and weighed about 1C
pounds. He said that he did not see tho
men in line with any weapons.

Charles W. Schwenker of No. 2020 Tapln
Btreet testified that he heard shots fired
and saw a man fall. He saw no demonstra-
tion of any kind made by the strikers, ho
said.

v.. Williams. former conductor nn h
Chouteau avenue line, testified that he saw
a deputy trying to arrest William Thomas
and that his r, Edward, who
came to his assistance, was shot by a dep-
uty, who stood but three feet away when
he fired the shot. He said that he saw no
action on the part of the strikers to Just-
ify the shooting.

Arrest of William Thomas.
William P. Kennett of No. 3962 Delmar

boulevard, a deputy, testified that he saw
some ot the deputies trying to arrest a man
In the parade. He ran out to their as-
sistance, he aald, and saw a flash and heard
the report of a revolver. Witness testified
that he met Sergeant Sparks with two pris-
oners In charge. One of them was William
Thomas, he said. He went to Sparks's as-
sistance, he said, and together they got
Thomas away from another man who was
trying to prevent his arrest. At this? Junc-
ture, ho testified, he saw the man who was.
assisting Thomas fall. ! but does not
know who fired the shot. He testified that
he heard a pistol shot first.

Sergeant Charles Sparks testified that he
was standing In the door of the barracks
wnen ne saw tne Sinatra so or

A I was marching my prisoner
to tho barracks several revolvers in the
hands of strikers were pointed nt my head
and I thought I would surely be shot.

Thomas was the man he arrested, he said.
Ho did not see McKnight or Cox at th
time.

Doctor F. E. Woodruff of No. 313 Dick-
son street, a Deputy Sheriff, testified that
he saw-- one throw a brick, and heard
it strike the side of the car. He also
testified that the first shot he heard was
caused by Lieutenant Cornwcll's pistol
dropping to the ground, lie snid mat no
did not know who shot Thomas or Rine.

Identified the Wron Slan.
John Roberts, a striking motorman, who

was In the parade Sunday, testified that ho
heard one- - of the deputies e.iy: "Lets get
one of the ." "Then I saw a
deputy holding a man while another at-
tempted to shoot him." said Roberts. His
gun would not work, and he threw out the
shell and again leveled It at the man that
was being held, and pulled the trigger aa
he was Manding only four fett away from
Iris victim."

That was the shot, ho said, that killed
Thomas. He said that he thought he could
ldentifv the man who did the shooting.
Coroner Lloyd asked him to look around the
room and see If he could find the man. He
rii.i mn nnri nlrkeri out Samuel Meyer, a
commercial traveler, who was In the au-

dience. Meyer said that he was at home
when the shooting occurred, and Roberts
admitted tint he was mistaken. lie said
ih.it !! thoncht he saw Cox with a pistol.
but did not see McKnight.

Charle" Mclvor. a conductor, that
he saw shot3 fired from one of the upper
windows of the barracks, but that he did
not know what caused the shooting.

Charles White, a former motorman on the
Park avenue line, testified that he saw
weapons taken from men In tho barracks
while he was under arrest. Who the men
were, he said, he did not know.

J. H. Kennedy, one or the men suspected
of throwing the brick at the car. testified
that ho saw a deputv run out from the bar-
racks to try to arrest a man In the ranks.
A shot was fired, ho said, and he saw tho
man fall, but he did not know who did tho
shooting.

NO POLICE ON CARS TO-DA-

Officers to Be Returned to Their
Keats Cliief Campbell's Letter.
All the divisions of tho St. Louis Transit

Company's s) items will be operated to-d-

on a regular schedule without police guards.
The trackb will be patrolled by tho police,
and ample r serve forces of the Sheriffs
posse will bo held In readiness, but no of-
ficers will be placed on the platform of
the cars. Chic! Campbell advised President
Whltakor of the transit company to this
effect, and received the reply that an at-
tempt would be made to-d- to operate all
the lines, both night and day.

Chief Campbell decided upon this move
nt a conferenco with his twelve Captains
at the Four Courts yesterday attemoon.
At 6 o'clock this morning all the policemen
In the city will bo returned to their dis-
tricts, where they will bo assigned to beats
In day and night platoons, as before the
strike. In many instances, the beats will
be changed, most all of the officers walk-
ing along the car tracks.

When the Cnptaln9 wero summoned to the
Four Courts yesterday. Chief Campbell
talked with them about the strike situa-
tion in their vnrious districts, and learned
the status of affairs before mentioning tho
object of the moetlng. Every Captain re-
ported the situation much lmnrovnl. Sine..
Sunday's rioting, the Captains reported that
there had been almost absolute calm. Only
u revv disturbances or a minor nature were
reported.

Chlcr Campbell then asked the Contains
what they thought or removing the police
guards rrom the car platforms, and if thecars could bo operated in safety without
such protection. It was generally agreed
that the cars could be run without police
guards, and then Chlct Campbell Instructed
the Captains to restore the natural order
of the departme-nt-.

Each Captain, he said, would be respon-
sible for the affairs In his own district All
the patrolmen, probationary patrolmen andSergeants will return to their respective
districts this morning, and the emergency
policemen, of whom there are about 300.
will b distributed about the various dis-
tricts where thpy are most needed.

In accordance with this decision, the fol-
lowing letter was sent to President Whlt-ak- er

of the St. Louis Transit Company:
"Dear Sir This Is to advise you that com-

mencing all officers of this de-
partment will be taken from the street cars
and will be sent back to their respective
districts, where they will do patrol duty
along the lines of your system, both night
and day. We will hold a reserve In each
station In case of riots or other trouble.
Please arrange to run all the cars on regu-
lar schedule commencing to run
as late is 1 o'clock.

"I wish you would also arrange to have a
car In readiness at each power-hous- e where
deputies are assigned, to be used by them In
case there Is any trouble along the lines.
Very respectfully.

'JOHN W. CAMPBELL,
"Chief of Police."

Chief Campbell, when seen by a Republic
reporter, said: "Two or three lines have
lieen run without police guards In the last
few das without the slightest disturbance.
I now feel that we can run them all with-
out police on the cars. I cannot provide a
policeman for ev ery car all the time, and I
had just as well take them off
as the next day. They have to come off
some time, and I think the time Is past
when they aro necessary. I shall keep astrong police guard along the street railway
tracks and have emergency forces of thoposse In case of trouble. I think this will
suffice. The developments of the last few
days make me think, that alt the worst Is
over.

"I think the strike has been broken. The
shooting on Sunday by the possemen has
had the effect of quieting the disturbers.
They see that we mean business, and that is
what la necessary. We do not expect any
more serious trouble, but If there is we are
prepared to give them as much and a littlebit more than they can give us. I mean topreserve law and order, and It shall be
done. That's all there is to It."

CR0SST0WN CARS AT NIGHT.

Grand Avenue and Vandeventer
Avenue Divisions Operated.

Last night the Grand avenue and Vande-

Sixteen cars wero run on the Sixth street
line: sixteen on the California avenue line;
fourteen on the Grand avenue line and
seven on the Vandeventer avenuo line. No
trouble of any consequence was reported
by the crews of tho cars, and It was statedat transit company headquarters that the
cars were run satisfactorily to the man-
agement.

Mall car No. 20 was stoned on the Baden
line last night at the Intersection of Broad-
way and Taleott avenue. The windows of
the car were broken and several shots were
tired by persons in the crowd, but no one
vva9 Injured. The car was delayed aboct
half an hour.

Other lines that were operated last night
were the Park avenue. Compton Heights,
Laclede avenue. Olive street and Manches-
ter avenue.

. BADEN LINE CAR BLOWN UP.

Front Trucks Demolished Crew
Escaped Injury.

Car No. 9 of the Baden extension, of tho
North Broadway division of the transit
company was Mown from the tracks yes-
terday afternoon about 3 o'clock, in front
of No. 7942 North Broadway.

It Is supposed that the car wheels ex-
ploded a dynamite cap. The front trucks
of the car were almost entirely demolished.
Motorman John H. Gray was thrown from
his position on the front platform to the
middle of tho car by the explosion. He was
only slightly injured.

Conductor George Huber was farced over
the back railing, and received a slight
bruise on the left shoulder. Transit com
pany otficials say the car was .damaged
J1W. No arrests were made in connection
with tho case.

INJUNCTION SUIT CONTINUED.

Set for Hearing Next Wednesday
Affidavits Filed.

At tho request of Vf. 8. Anthony, repre-
senting the defendants In the Federal in-
junction suit against W. D. Mahon and oth-
ers. Judge Adams of the United States Cir-
cuit Court yesterday granted a continuance
in the case until next Wednesday, United
States District Attorney Rozler agreeing to
this action.

The reason given for the continuance waa
that W. J. Stone, chief counsel
for the dcrendants. was out of the city. The
Court sold that the restraining order would
hold In the meantime.

"I do not see that the Government cares
very much If the defendants are In no hurry
to seek relief from the Injunctive order,
said Judge Adams. This court will adjourn
for the summer In a short time from. now.
Unless the case is submitted on June 25, or
shortly thereafter. It will have to go over
to the fall term."

In tho first
strike, at the only meetings of the union
attended by this affiant, there were com-
mittees of citizens and rrom the City Coun-
cil present and representative of the State
Board ot Arbitration or the Stato or Ohio.

"The only speech made by this affiant waa
in presence of these people at these meet-
ings, and It Is untrue that he secretly ad-
vised wrongs .and discountenanced openly.
