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C0LER ON CORRUPTION;
CHARGES AGAINST C0LER.

Commercialism, He Says at Illinois Univer-

sity, Has Invaded Politics and
Public Life.

Comptroller Coler Accused in New York of Awarding Co-
ntracts to a Favored Syndicate He Says

. It Is Spite Work.

Champaign, III., June 13. Comptroller
Bird 8. Coler of Xew York delivered the
principal address at the commencement of
the State University y and some of .his
statements created a sensation. He said, in

'part:
"The great civic and political problems of

this country to-d- wero born of the social
conditions that exist in the cities, and there
the fight for more Intelligence end a higher
standard ot publlo honesty must be fought
and won. No serious danger to. American
institutions lurks anywhero on the broad
and fertile prairies of Illinois, or the West,
where patriotism is universal and henesty
the inherent birthright of every citizen.

"But in the great cities of the Hast and
West, with their teeming, struggling, rest-

less thousands, who. tasting liberty for the
first time, are prone to mistake it for the
Intoxicating license of unreasoning 'rcedom,
there are problems that require for their
Just settlement the wisdom and patience cf
the best citizenship.

"Corruption in State and municipal gov-

ernment has too long been accepted In this
country as a matter of course. There has
h.on ft frrnirtntr tmlffncV UDOn men W IlO

were otherwise good citizens, to shirk public
duties. They wanted to keep out o: pontics
and public life, but In keeping out thty
made room In both places for men who
ought to be in Jail.-- The spirit of corrupt commercialism has
Invaded politics and public life In this coun-
try, and In some of the larger cities the
Invasion has for a time overrun the Gov-
ernment. By tbo spirit of commercialism in
this connection. I mean that public feel-
ing, far too prevalent in this country, that
politics Is a business and those engaged In
It are entitled to make money out of It.

"The old system of stealing from the
publlo treasury has passed away, and the
safer and more profitable pUns of barter-
ing political Influences for otock in corpo-
rations has succeeded.

"Bad political government may be toler-
ated for a time, but corrupt politics and
corporate greed In combination call lor
prompt measures for the protection of the
rights of the people.

"The rapid development of the vast re-
sources of this country has been In a large
measure due to legitimate combination of
capital, and the man of Influence who op-
poses corporations without reason be-
comes a mere stumbling block in the path
of progress.

"Tho time Is coming, however, wben the
grant by a State government of a charter
conveying to a corporation special powers
and privilege nil! carry with it the right
to Inspect and regulate the business created
or carried on under that grant. This can-c- ot

be a hardship upon legitimate business.
and it Is no more than a proper extension
of the power and duty of government.

"But in legislating to correct abuse and
to better protect the rights of the people
as a whole, the greatest wisdom must be
exercised to prevent overleglslatlon. We
are now the most overgoverned people on
earth, and I fear that much of the excess
is due to tho efforts of educated men who
mean well, but are not practical.

"What we want Is less government, lew
politics, more honesty and more Intelli-
gence."

Xew York. June 13. Charges have been

lodged with Governor Roosevelt accusing
Bird S. Coler, Comptroller of the City of
Xew York, of breach of trust and conspir-
acy, and demanding his removal from otllce.
The Governor has formally accepted the
charges, after a careful examination of the
voluminous documents accompanying them,
and has turned them over to the Attorney
General with orders for an Immediate in-

vestigation.
Jacob W. Mack, a wealthy Xew Yorker,

a member of ths Chamber of Commerce
and a former School Commissioner, Is the
nominal author of the charges, though ha
says he has beh'lnd him the influence of
several large banking concerns; who have
resented Comptroller Coler's methods in

proposals for the sale of city bends.
Briefly summarized, tho charges against

the Comptroller are thnt In 1S33 he threw
out thirty-on- e bids from reliable flnancl.il
houses and accepted one from the Produce
Exchange Trust Company's syndicate,
despite the fact that Its bid was consider-
ably lower than the bids made by &everal
other concern; that before advertising for
proposals for the sale of the bonds, the
Comptroller, by means of published Inter-
views and letter, in which he mentioned
that the city's debt limit had been largcly
extended. had managed to "bear" the mar-
ket for city bund; that the firm of W. X.
Coler & Co., of which the Comptroller him-
self and his brother were active members,was largely Interested In the favored sjn-d'CJ- tJ

I" which the award was made; thatthe Coler firm waa thus enabled to make aprofit of about S1.V0O.UUU, while the city wasu loser to the extent of n,UuO.
The Comptroller y Is in Cham-paign. 111., delivering an oratlun before theIllinois State University, friends of Mr.Coler uttribute the attack to two motivesspite and politics. J. Edward Swanstrom.tne attorney lor Mr. Mack, who went to

Albany and personally presented the
chargeM to the Governor, is alo counsel
for Henry E, M. Cook. Auditor of theuuaru or. tuucalioii. who, through Mr.
Swanstrom. recently brought suit against
Comptroller Coler lor xw.wj damages tor
libel. The Comptroller had openly stated
that Mr. Cook was incompetent and until
for his position.

Comptroller Coler refers to this fact in
a dispatch rent by him from
Champaign, ill. He also recalls the fact
that th unsuccessful bidders, ermlhe rt:
Co., and others, took the matter Into court
in ISM. and that Judge Cohen, who. by theway, is a Republican, sustained the Comp-
troller's action.

Mr. Coler discredits the report that
any important financial Institutions are
behind Mr. Mack In bringing the chirges
and suys he has telegraphed the Governor
asking an immediate hearing.

Governor Roosevelt, when asked about
the charges ht in Rochester, said:
"The charges were made to me two days
ago. I will not say one Blessed word of any
kind, character or description to any one
on tho subject."

DRAMATIC SUICIDE

OF AN UNKNOWN,

Fastened Large Stone Around His
Xeck With a Wire and Jumped

Into the Jlisscuri River.

FISHERMEN SAW THE DEED.

Articles Left by the Victim Indi-
cate ThatvIIis Name May IJe

John Einktof Ituried
in the Count v.

A man ahout 35 years old. supposed to be
John Ernstuf. committed suicide yesterday
morning by drowning himself In the Mis-

souri Itlver near the bridge of the Chicago.
Burlington-- and Qulncy Railroad. In St.
Louis County. He attached a wire to his
neck, tied tho other end to a heavy stone,
stripped himself and plunged into the yel-

low current. The whole affair Is very mys-

terious, and circumstances Indicate that tho
man took the greatest care to hide his Iden-

tity while choosing a very dramatio means
of death.

Xear the bridge of the Chicago. Burling-
ton and Qulncy, on the St. Louis County
side of the river, the shore of the stream
rises sheer up in a clay bank some 15 or 30

feet high. Below the river is deep and
swift. About 100 yards from the shore at
thN place live Mike and Andy Zehe. who
eke out a living by fishing. These two men,
about 10 o'clock yesterday morning, were
sitting In front of their shelter. They no-

ticed a man picking his nay slowly down
the tracks of the railroad toward the river.
At first they did not pay any particular at-
tention to him. but subsequently his actions
became so eccentric that they attracted the
closo observance of the fishermen.

The stranger came down to the place
where rose the clay bank. He mounted
this and stared for a time Into he liver.
Then he went down again stripped nlnnelf
of nil his clothes and rolled u huge rock
to tho top of the ilight eminence. After
doing this he unwrapped a long wire In
which he made two nooses; one he carf al-
ly fastened tn the stone and the other he
lipped around his neck. At this the fish-

ermen suspected what was in the man's
mind and ran toward him as rapllly as
they could. But they were not aulik
enough. The man saw them coming, waited
till they were within eashot. then tuned
to them, waved his hand, and called cut
"Good-by.- " With that he gave the stone
a forcible, shove. It fell with a splisn into
the river, and the man who sought death
plunged after.

When the Zehe brothers arrived th-ir-

was no trace ot the suicide. The water
had closed over both him and thd ktoie.
and lest not even a npple to indicate whe.--e

they had fallen. The Zehes notified the
neighborhood of what had happened. Coro-
ner Armstrong, who lives In Webster, was
telephoned for. but he deputized Justloe H.
C. ltuegg of Black Jack to drag for the
body and hold an Inquest. The corpse was
found about noon, and the Inuuest was held
In the afternoon. The verdict was sulride
by drowning. About 5 o'clock yesterday tho
dead man was buried at Black Jack.

In appearance the suicide was about S

vears old. He had a heavy red mustache
and long, dark hair. Ho was 5 feet 7

inches In height and weighed 133 pounds,
and seemed of good social position. The
clothes left on the river bank consisted
ot a blue shirt, white collar and tie. a pair
of No. 8 gaiter shoes, and a brown check
suit. A search was prosecuted in the neigh--

borhood of the spot where ths clothes
were laid, and it was rewarded by the find
of two empty medicine bottles bearing
the sign of the Star Drug Company. No. 1
