Hanna Fleads for Harmony.

The most Interesting Incldent of the day
wax peserved until late In the afternoon.
It was & speech by Senutor Hanva on the
Deluwnre case, in which he made an im-
passioned appeal for the burial of the
hatchet between the Addleks and Dupont-
Higgins factions. The Ivlawate contro-
varsy was brought to the front by a report
In the ciase maade by the subcommitiee ap-
polnted to make an effort to bring the two
fuctiona 10 a bLasis of agreement. When
this report was called for exceptional pre-
cautions were taken to prevent the escape
of any word of the procéedings to the cor-

ridors.

[l ftteeman C Ings «of lown pre-
mented the report of the subcommittes. He
sadd that he and his colleasues had made an
enrnest appeal to the leaders on both sides
to subordinnte their private interests and
thetr prejudices to the general welfare and
interesis of the party. Toey had been askd,
he sald, to unite, eich side accepting falr
representation. The Addicks peopie had as-
sured him toat this arrangement would be
satisfactary to them, but the opposing dele-
gation had held out for absalute recognition,
agree to make proper effort o secure
harmony In State and natlonal contests,

There wis a proposition to seat the Ad-
dicks delegation, but this was met with a
suggestion Lo recommit the matter W the
subcommittee, with Instructions to make
still further efforis to bring the conlesting
factions together, Mr. Hanna took the floor
In support of this latter proposition. He
only occupied about fve minutes, but he
spoke with great eirnestness, His speech
was an appeal for unity of wotlon, and he
sald that no effort shouid be Fpared to ac-
complish this end. He referred to the ob-
jection of the Dupont-Higgins people to Mr.
Addicks, and said that opposition to no one
man could be allowed to stand n the wuy of
party success in Delaware and elsewhere,

“1 am satisfied.” he contnued, “that I
reflect the sentiment of the President in my
apperl to secure a seitlement of this case,
and this cause In one that appeals to the
common sense of every man here. We
must put aslde personalities, rise above

iy prejudices, and take our stand on the

roader plane of patriotism and party suec-
cese. The commitlee cannot afford to take
up the personal cause of any st of men,
much less can it afford to espouse the cause
of any individual."

Continuing, he said that contingencles
might possibly arise jn which Delawars
would settie the natlonal contest,and It was
especially important that the ble of-
fect upon the United States Senate should
be borne In mind. . there was a safe
Bepublican majority in the Senate at pres-
ent, but ne one could tell what emergency
might arise or what changes might oceur.

Conchuding, Senator Harna sald;
