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TRANSIT COMPANY
PROPOSITION OF

Declines to Arbitrate the Question
of Reinstatement of Its

Former Employes.

MR. GOMPERS SAYS NEGOTIATIONS ARE OFF.

At an Open Meeting in the Evening He Tells of
His Conference With Transit Officers

Burkhardt Dead.

President Whitaker of the transit com-

pany yesterday declined to submit to ar-

bitration the question of the reinstate-
ment of the former employes of the union
and his positive declaration in this rcgaid
ended all negotiations fur a settlement
Along tho line of tho last proposition of
the strikers.

Representatives of the union, after a
three days' conference with Attorney
Joseph W. Folk, evolved R rlan of settle-
ment which it was believed would end the
strike.

The main point of difference between this
proposition and those hitherto presented
was the one clause calling for arbitration
of the question of reinstatement.

The company refused to arbitrate the
question.

President Whitaker receive! a not from
Samuel Gompers. president of the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, yesterday morn-
ing requesting a conference for the pur-
pose of discussing the strike situation.
Prior to the receipt of this note he had re-

ceived a letter from T. B. Edwards, chair-
man of the Executive Committee of the

nnfnnlTif?' thn titan of settlement
agreed "upon, with the" supplemental resolu-
tions adopted at the mass meeting of the
union Friday morning at tne viei i.nu
Coliseum.

Mr. Whitaker notified Mr. Gompers that
he would be glad to meet him at the ofllcei
of the transit company, in the Security
building, at once. A half hour later ..Ir.
Gompers arrived at the Security building
and went Into conference with President
"VVhltaker. C D. McLure and Attorney I-- red
V. Lehmann.

The conference lasted three hours. At
2:30 o'clock President Gompers left the
building. He said:

"All negotiations are off. The companj
refused to submit the question of the rein-
statement of the men to arbitration. I have
nothing moro to say at this time."

President Whitaker remarked that he had
nothing to say as to the result of the con- -

ADDRESS ,BY MR. GOMPERS.

He Tells of Failure Conference With
Transit Officers and Advises a

Fight to End.

Samuel D. Gompers. president of the
American Federation of Labor, and W. D.
Mahon, national president of the Amalga-
mated Association of Street Knllway Em-
ployes of America, addressed several hun-

dred persons at .the West End Coliseum last
night.

Mr. Gompers explained the strike situa-
tion as It now stands, what was done at the
conference with President Whitaker of the
transit company yesterday, and the pur-
poses in general of organized labor. He paid:

"I fully realize that any statement from
me at this time will be deemed important
and I am afraid that perhaps the people w ill
attach too much importance to my remarks.
Therefore I don't want to be misconstrued,
and I hope you all will follow me attentive-
ly. I desired to commit what I have tVuy
to paper and then read It to you and stand
on that statement, which could not be mis-
construed. I did not have time to prerare
a written statement, so I will speak to you
and depend on your memory of what I say
to set me right In case what I say Is mis-
construed or misunderstood.

"I shall not attempt to talk of this strug-
gle or to the causes that led up to It. I will
bring the situation up to the time of my
coming to the city. I have been told of the
causes of the strike and kept Informed as
to tho steps taken to effect a settlement by
the officers of the association. I commend
their actions and want to say that I have
acquitted them of any charge of lawlessness
against the transit company or individuals.
Fending the strike, I was requested to come
to St. Louis to deliver addresses, but there
was nothing in the requests to Justify me
In leaving undone the dutU.that devolved
on me as president of the federation of
Labor.

"Last week I was deluged with letters and
telegrams not only from the strikers, but
from some of the most prominent business
men of your city, to come to SL Louis and
see If I could not bring abcut a settlement
of the strike. I came here without bluster
and threw myself Into the fray heart and
eoul in an effort to settle the strike.

Tells of the Conference.
"My conference with the representatives

Of the St. Louts Transit Company com-
menced yesterday morning at 10 o'clock and
lasted until 1:00 In the afternoon. There
wve present at the conference Edwards
Vhltaker, Mr. McLure and Mr. Lehmann
as representatives of tho St. Louis Transit
Company, and myself as a representative of
the strikers. The matters in dispute were
gone over fully. I tried to explain to tho
gentlemen at the conference the object of
the labor movement and erpeclally the ob-
ject of the railway employes" organization.

"I asked the gentlemen what chance the
Individual worker had with a corporation in
seeking redress for his grievances. If any
workman in the employ of a large corpora-
tion would ask as an Individual to have his
grievances adjusted he would be discharged
Immediately. There is no hope for the main-
tenance of the liberty of citizenship without
organized labor. The spirit of true Amer-
icanism depends on the workers of the coun-
try and the only hope they have to secure
It la through the organized effort of the
workers.

"But I came here, not to discuss labor,
but the strike, causes leading up to it. and
the method by which It has been conducted,
the union's proposal and the fruitless efforts
for a settlement. The question finally re-

solved Itself to the reinstatement of the men.
and that was the stumbling block at the
conference. At the mass meeting held In
this building Friday morning some of the
men said that all or none of the strikers
should be reinstated. They said that they
had already surrendered too much to the
transit company. From what I learned at
tie conference to-d- It seemed to me that
the transit company is not Inclined to accept
anything" but an unconditional surrender.

"The representatives of the company said
they were willing; to put the men on their
list and reinstate them as opportunity of-
fered. I will now make a brief statement of
the proposition.

"As the representative of the strikers I
proposed that the question of reinstating the

dence. In view of this fact I cannot
discuses what transpired."

Mr. Gompers went to his room
at the Laclede Hotel, where he was met u

V. D. Mahon, president of the National
Association of Street Railway --Men, and T.
B. Edwards.

In addition to these men. Attorney Joseph
W. Folk. Harry Bryan, national organizer,
and Ibor Commissioner ltlxey were pres-
ent

Thev went Immediately- - into conference
and remained until 5 o'clock. After the
meeting Mr. Gompers said:

"l do not care to discuss the meeting
with Mr. Whitaker at this time. To-nig- ht

u mass meeting will be held at the Wet
End Coliseum, when I will discuss the
whole mutttr.

"I hae investigated the strike and causes
leading up to Its inauguration, and I have
also made everv effort with the manage-
ment or the St. Louis Transit Company for
an honorable adjustment of the differences
in dilute, but to no avail.

Therefore. I have no hesitation In urg-
ing all to liberally respond to the appeal
already made by tho strikers for moral
and financial aid."

Jn the afternoon Mr. Whitaker sent tho
following note to Mr. Edward, chairman
of the Executive Committee of the strikers:

"Dear Sir: Your favor of the lnt.
i.s at hand and contents noted. After re-

ceiving it arrangements were made for a
conference with Mr. Samuel Gompers, to
be held this morning. Your propositions
were taken up with him. and we Informed
him that we could not accept the sugges-
tion to arbitrate the matter of the rein-
statement of our former employes, as that
wculd involve the dismissal of men now
In the service. We must keep our contracts
and keep faith with mm now In the
service, and min-- t retain them In the places
assigned to them. We aro willing to hav-jo- u

make a list of our former employes,
and we will fill vacancies arising from this
list, excepting or.ly such men as hae been
guilty of lawlessness."

When Mr. Edwards received the note, he
declared that he regretted ery much the
company had declined tho proposition.

"This." he said, "means a continuance of
the strike indefinitely, and now labor will
begin its battle against capital. I shall
urge with all the power i have that peace-
ful methods be pursued."

Arbitration. ," 'it is a question we cannot arbitrate,
the company replied. 'Why?" I asked.

The Company's Plan.
"The cempany then expressed a willing-

ness to submit the question to arbitration
Under these conditions: One arbitrator to be
employed liv the strikers, one by the com-
pany and the third by the men now In the
employe of the company. I was astonished
at th? proposition. The conference has
lx.en over more Uian eight hours and I have
not yet recoered from my astonishment.
It was reserved for these gentlemen to
make the llrst proposition or the kind 1

have ever heard, during my long and varied
life. How can such a proposition be re-
garded as fair? I told them that there was
only two sides to this controversy.

" 'How about the men now in our em-
ploy? Ought they not to be considered in
the arbitration?" uked Mr. lehmann. I re-
plied that the company and the men in
their employ were one, and represented ono
interest, as they are arrayed against the
strikers.

"My argument had no effect on the gen-
tlemen. Not willing to leave until I learned
how far the transit company would go, I
asked: 'If you reject the proposition to ar-
bitrate, will you say how many men you
arc Willi as to reinstate?' They could not
say. they said." 'If that Is the only proposition you can
make. I said to them. 'I cannot go back to
these men and recommend Its acceptance.
You ask them to completely surrender. Thatthey are not prepared to do. You want a
settlement, and you want to place the men
on your list. The men can get that at any
time. Some of the strikers may be hungry,
but they are not yet hungry enough to re-
turn as union men, and accept such a prop-
osition. When they have to do that they
will not come as union men, with the flag
of organized labor flying over their heads,
but will come with that flag trailing In tho
dust. Tho spirit of unionism Is too firmly
planted In the breast of these men to ever
allow It to be crushed out!'

"I will leave the city resumed
Mr. Gompers. addressing the meeting, "and
I want to counsel you to keep within the
bounds of the law. but try to make the op-
eration of the transit company's cars as
expensive as possible. Try to persuadeyour friends not to ride on the cars. ThatIs about all I can say to you. When I re-
alized that negotiations had been broken
off. I affixed my signature to a document
that had been waiting my Indorsement for
several days."

Mr. Gompers referred to the strikers' ap-
peal to the American Federation of Laborto assist them In raising J1W.000 to establisha 'bus line in this city to compete with thetransit company's cars.

Urged Them to Fight It Out.
"You ought to avail yourself of every

legal opportunity to antagonize the transitcompany." said lie. "Seek the annulment ofits charter. Urge your friends to help you.
but do it peaceably. Walk, and Influenceyour friends to do likewise. Don't do any-
thing that 13 likely to react against you andthe cause of labor. Fight until the company
Is willing to grant fair conditions, and, by
the gods, loys. never surrender."

W. D. Mahon, national president of therailway employes' association, prefaced Mr.Gompers's speech with a few-- remarks. Hesaid: "Yesterday morning the railway men
of this city held a meeting in this halland decided, as we hare always been will-ing to do with all our grievances, to sub-
mit the matter In dispute to arbitration.This offer was spurned by the transit com-pany. Their refusal of our proposition
leaves us where we were at the beginning
of this strike. We have made no headway
In our demand for right and Justice for ourpeople. We have always been willing tostand by the award of disinterested parties.

"Now, I want to say to you people thatthe street railway men will fight while they
have breath left In their bodies. As longas one of them Is left he will insist on right.jou may shoot us down, but we will fighton and appeal to organized labor through-
out the country to assist us.

"We will fight whether we get their as-
sistance or not. The fight doesn't end withSt, Louis, for it will be taken up an overthe country, and no other fight will beInaugurated until this one here Is settledOur members will go out over the country

President Whitaker notified Chair-

man Edwards of the Executive Com-

mittee of the strikers yesterday aft-

ernoon that the transit company
would not arbitrate the question of
reinstatement of its former employes
as proposed In the plan of settlement
adopted by the men in mass meeting
Friday.

President Gompers of the American
Federation of Labor was in confer-
ence with Mr. Whitaker. Director
McLure and Attorney Lehmann of
tho transit company for several hours
earlier in the day.

When Mr. Gompers emerged from
the conference he announced that all
negotiations looking to a settlement
of the strike on the basis of the most
recent proposition were off.

Mr. Gompers addressed an open
meeting at the West End Coliseum
last night, telling of his conference
with representatives of tho transit
company and declaring that they de-

manded an unconditional surrender
on the part of the men. He urged
the strikers to be but
advised his hearers to make the op-

eration of the cars as expensive as
possible, by refusing to patronize
them.

Mr. Gompers declared that he
would do all In his power to bring
tho Influence of the whole body of
organized labor In America to bear
upon the local situation In an effort
to win the strike for tho union.

Edward Burkhardt died yesterday,
making the third victim of the riot
on Washington avenue last Sunday.
Coroner Lloyd announced that he
would Include the Inquiry Into
Hurkhardfs death in the inquest In
progress on Rine and Thomas.

Witnesses who saw Burkhardt hot
said that he did not display a wea-

pon.

WAIT TO HEAR

President Cables for Information Troops May Be
Sent Before Answer Is

Received.

on von Ketteler, the German Minister at
Pekln, had been murdered, and that all the
foreign legations at Pekln had been de-

stroyed, caused a hurried conference at the
White House nt which were pres-
ent Secretary Hay and Secretary of War
Hoot. It was assumed, nlthoitgh not admit-
ted for publication by the administration,
that If the legations had been destroyed
there was a strong presumption that Mr.
Conger and other Ministers also had been
victims of the Boxers in Pekln.

From th! conference a cablegram was
sent to Hear Admiral Kempff to report at
once whether he thought It necessary to
rush troops and more bluejackets from Ma-

nila. It was decided by the President to
wait a "reasonable time." presumably
twenty-fou- r hours, after which, if no

had been received from Kempff.
MacArthur was to load the troops on the
Iogan and the Warren and send them to
Taku. t

Secretary of War Hoot was opposed to

stripping the city of Manila of troops, as
there are but 4.000 there. It was this oppo-

sition which prevented the President ffm
sending a cablegram to MacArthur from
the White House to "proceed without hear-

ing from Kempff. It was Anally decided to
instruct SlacArthur to bring In from the
nearest stations what soldiers could be
spared and to hold them ready for Kempff's
Instructions.

The Bureau of Navigation held open late
with the expectation of hearing from
Kempff. Not having heard up to 5 o'clock.
It was arranged that Kempff's reply should
go to Assistant Secretary of the Navy

"All that can be said now Is that the

President will act promptly on the receipt
of Information he is seeking."

This referred to the inquiry to Hear Ad-

miral Kempff. Secretary Hoot said:
"The War Department will not say at

this time what It proposes to do."
All of the departmental officers expresed

great regret at the news that Baron von
Ketteler had been murdered.

The Mexican Ambassador, JUr. De Aspl-ro- z.

who knew the Baron when he was
Minister to Mexico, called at the State
Department for news. He was greatly agi-

tated. The Secretary of State, however,
had nothing to conflrm the story.

Chinese Minister Talks.
Mr. Wu. the Chinese Minister, called and

had a short conference with Secretary Hay.
After this call the Chinese Minister said:

"I do not believe the story, as It comes
from the suspicious quarter cr Hong-Kon- g.

If true. It Is of course a most regrettable
affair, on which I do not care to comment
at this time. It Is perhaps Just as well to
remember that the news Is supposed to
have originated at Tien-Tsi- n. nnd the In-

formation Is that TIen-Tsl- n has been cut
off from Pekin. It Is to be hoped that the
story Is without any truth."

British Minister to China, with"

the Tsung LI Yamen, five Foreign Minis-

ters demanded a safe conduct for their
servants and their people, notifying the

i Tsunir 1.1 Tamen that they could no longer
maintain relations with the uovernmem.
The answer was: "Certainly not: what oth-

er answer could be expected In a civilized
country?"

This was followed by an Increise of
forces around the gates, and the next night
widespread Incendiarism.

This Incendiarism prevailed among the
foreign residences. The massacre of native
Christians and other friends of foreigners
was also common. The buildings of the
American missions, the customs, the mess
quarters and a number of other structures
were destro)ed. The guards alone paved
the foreigners, who. It Is stated, are hud-

dled In legations, very short of fool and de-

serted by native servants.
Litest Chinese reports state that the Em-

press has ordered IJu Kung Ylh. Chang Chi
Lung nnd LI Hung Chang to hasten to Pe-

kin. They will probably flnd an excuse for
declining.

The Litest edict against the rioters
avoids mentioning the Boxers.

Berlin and St. Petersburg dispatches as-

sert that Hussia and Germany have com-

bined for common action In China. It Is
reported that a high Russian personage Is
going-- to Berlin to arrange details, and
that Hussia does not wish to compromise
hopelessly her relations with China by a
rupture which would only be to the ad-
vantage of other Powers.

Dispatches from TIen-Tsl- n received In
Berlin say that the Boxers entered Pekln
on the evening of June II. destroyed sev-
eral mWsIons and attacked the legations,
but were repulsed with the aid of Maxims.
No Kuropeans were rejwrted killed. The at-
titude of the Chinese troops toward the
Boxers was uncertain.

(The foregoing dispatches evidently relate
to events transpiring prior to the burning of
the legations at Pektn. though they show-tha-t

attempts In that direction already had
been made.)
