Some of the ofcials who are of a man-
guine temperament think they can maks &
showing which wiil roeduce the amount of
swasts, though they do not try to deny that
khere has been great extravagance.

From the time of reaching Havana, I had
Beard much about this Military Hospital
o, 1. It is sltunted out near Castillo de
®rincipe, or Castillo Castle, and one thing
that may be urged In jts fevor 1s the health-
Ful loeation, though that hardly Justifies
the throwlng money away In hundred
ghousand dollar lumps. The bullding is an
©ld one and was used by the Spanish au-
thoritles. They took the properly many
years ago after their usual method of con-
fiscation and did not bother about the title,
Neither did the American military authori-
ties when they started on the project.

In making inquirics 1 was told that the
plan was conceived by Chief SBurgeon n
M. O'Rellly when he was statloned In Ha-
vana. He projected a hospltal with 2,540
beds and the plans were carried out and
the expenditures made on that scale. What
possibie nead there could be for a military
hospital of 2150 beds seemingly no oneé
stopped to inquire. Those wera the days of
grand dreams, when pound sense took
wings. In explanation of thea large scale
on which the hosplial was planned, it has
been siated to me that at the time It was
thought a much larger number of wroops
would be kept on the island.

Huge FPermaaent Establishment.

It §s surprisiog now to learn how many
wMéers were dreaming, fifteen or elghteecn
months ago, of & huge permanent military
establishment In Cuba. Allowing for errors
of judsment in this, 48 1n other matters, it
t= difficult to understand on what basls a
milltary hospltal with 250 beds was
thought desirable. The American troops
were scattercd all over the lsiand, Ex-
cept for those In and around Havana, the
hospital conld be of no benefit, and even
here General Lee and other military com-
manders were opposed to ons central hos-
pital. In their view the camp bospitals an-
swered every purpose.

The Disbursements,

Up to this date the disbursements for
Military Hospital No. 1 have amounted to
§is7.000. The main expenditures have been
for an lce plant, electric lght plant and

vy item. One disbursement for the ice
plant was $15,000 in a lump, but that does
not cover the whole expenditure for this
This lce business appears (0 have
mn profitable job for the contractors.
The electric light plant was also provided
for on a liberal seale, but not gulte so ex-
gravagantly as the ice plant

In the matter of plumbing there was no
stint. One single ftom is for $uN, but tho
aggregate mounts up much higher. Fossi-
bly the plumbing was worth all that was
pald for it. It is of the finest and most

kind. With the plumbing as a foun-
dation, the walls and everything else of the
old Epanish building might be torn away
and & new edifice constructed, which would
be as palatinl &s anything that was known
in the best hoepltals of the world.

It Is tair to the military authoritles to
say that they do not attempt to justify the
mvastefulness that has been shown. They
frankly state that it was bad business all
around; yet, as usual, there is difficulty In

reaponsibility, though most of them
fneist that Burgeon O'Rellly's plans were
the main cause of the waste of money. The
best opinion Is that an expenditure of $50.000
would have mel every need, but the money
in gone, and the question now s regarding
the future use of the hospltal.

Ar a General Hoapltal,

When the folly of the 250 beds for mill-
gtary purposes became plain, an effort was
made to utilize the siructura as a general
hospital. The American military authori-
ties could find mo means of utilizsing it for
the troops, bevond a few beds. The propo-
sition was then made to turn it Over ta the
municipality of Havana. The munlsipality
was falrly well provided with hospital fa-
ollitites and Ald not grasp the cofer. Omne
ecsuse of !t hesitancy was the doubts re-

ng the titia.
