THREATEN TO SUE

POLICE OFFICIALS.

Arrest of Mrs. IT. W. Buckley
Arouses ITer Husband and

His Fcllow'l'ospenipn.

THEIR STATEMENTS DENIED.

Captain Boyd Declares He ITas In-

formation That the Woman
Tried to Incite Trouble in

South Ft. Louis.

The arrest of Mrs. 11. TV. Buckley ot No.
OIG South Broadway on charges of disturb-
ing the reace. and her subsequent release
by order of Chief Campbell, were the things
moat talked of in South Side police circle
3 esterJay. Memb-r- s of Companj E of the
posse cointtntu. of wlilc'i the woman's bus.
bind Is a member, also took 1 hnnd In the
dcnlon. and between them and the po-

lice there was wido difference of opinion.
Members of the por-- c sny Mt'. Bucklej's

arrest wa? without provocation. It wns
that pressure would be brought

to" bear to obtain the dismissal of Patrol-
man John Ilrid'Acll, who tool; her into cus-
tody.

The rollce. on the other hand, declare
that the arrest was unavoidable: that Mrs.
Buckley had been making trouble for them
for more than a week, and that she was
trying to stir up strife when arrested. Cap-
tain Bojd upholds the action of the patrol-
man, and the latter has furnished his su-
periors q long list of reputable citizens Who,
ne sajs. will tetiry In his behalf.

Mrs. Bucklej's sUe of the story, a told
by her husband nt their hnmn vrstenl.iv
afternoon. Is as follows:

"Both myself and my wife have been
abused and threatened by our neighbors
ever sinco they heard that she used the
transit companj 's cars going to work. Sho
was employed In a printing establishment
at Third and Locust streets and after tho
strike was declared she used to ride to
Union Station on a train and from there on
a street car.

"When the union found thisout they began to iibu-- e her every time she
appeared on tho street. Then the stores nil
around here refused to sell us anything, andwe had to make long trips into strango
neighborhoods to get anythirg to eat.

Mr. Buckle) 's Complaint.
"This was pretty tough, but we put up

with it, and the kept on at work. Some-
times sho would cot get home until 9 o'clockat night, and 1 was constantlj-- uneasj- - about
her. Flnallj- - 1 was summoned on the iose.
and she had to give up her position and take
charge of tho store, and what little trade
there was left.

"Well things went from bad to worse. I
was bojeotted. of course, and the store
didn't bring In anj thing. To matters
worse, the neighbors would walk by and
make insulting n marks to mj wife, nnd she
was In a constant ttate of alarm.

"Sundaj-- morning she went down to Man-Ion- 's

gaiden to collect a little bill, and she
had no sooner left the car than a crowd
surrounded her and began to make nil
kinds of threats. She appealed to Officer
Bridwell, who patrols the beat, and he or-
dered her to get back on tho car and leave
the neighborhood.

"She did take the next car, and came
straight up to the Broadway power-hous- e,

where I am stationed, and told me what had
happened. She had hud no breakfast and
was almost ocrcome with nervousness.

"First Sergeant George Walters ot our
companj heard what she paid and became
vcrj- - Indignant. He offered to escort her
nnj where she wanted to go. and after we
had Given her something to eat they started
out.

"It was arranged that she was to get off
alone, while he would ride half a block
further and run back if anj thing happened.
She had not reached tho sidewalk bet ore the
crowd made for her again; and seeing Of-
ficer Bridwell, she ran to him and again
asked protection. The officer began to abuse
her for coming back in his territory, and
pieced her under arrest for no cause what-
ever. By this time Sergeant Walters came
up and demanded her release, pajing sho
was under his protection. Bridwell refused
to listen to him, nnd made, my wife walk
with him to n patrol box. Then he ordered
a hoodlum wagon and hauled her to the sta-
tion like a common criminal.

"But for Chief Campbell she would hnvo
remained in the lock-u- p all night. It Was
on outrage from beginning to end: and tho
police have rot heard the end cf it. My
wife Is n now In consultation with
an attorney and the police officials, and
a big damage suit will bo filed."

CaptKln Boyd's Vrralon.
Patrolman Brldwell'a written report to

Captain Boyd contradicts the statement of
Buckley In e- -i cry point except the time and
place cf the two occurrences. Ho declares
that when Mrs. Buckley made her first ap-
pearance on hl3 bat Sunday she seemed
greatly etclted and approached a number
?r P??",?. lvJth " threatening manner and
inquired if they were "looking for trouble.1
He says that he warned her not to create
a aisturnance-- . and aavisea tier to leave thaneighborhood quietly.

"When she reappeared aftor an absence
of perhaps two hours, h siys.she was even
more excited than on the first trip, and im-
mediately rushed up to him and began abus-
ing him. Then he placed her under arrest,
and took her to the station. Attached to
his report Patroleman Bridwell gives a long-lis- t

or citizens of Carondelet who he sajsvoluuteered to substantiate his statement
The report, together with the Hat of nameswns filed for future reference.Dlcusng the case with a Hepubllo re-
porter. Captain Bojd said:

"If her actions were not calculated to in-

cite riot, I do not know tho meaning ofthe word incite. That was the chirge
placed against her. Now thit Chief Camp-
bell has ordered her release, that relievesus of responsibllltj: but we are readj toanswer any charge that may bo brought inconnection with tho nrrest.

A Merchant' Stntement.
Arthur E. Grace a hardware merchantat No. 76C5 South Broadway, stated to thopolice that Mrs. Buckley was herself re-

THE STRIKE.

WILLIAMS TELLS

OF THE ASSAULT.

Already Crippled by an Accident,
He Was Fearfully Beaten by

Strike Sympathizers.

SPINE IS SERIOUSLY INJURED.

Scene of the Attack Was a Room
Over an Easton Avenue Saloon

Ural by the Strikers as a
Meeting IMace.

Ben Williams, the machinist In the em-

ploy of the Transit Companj. who was in- -'

veislcd Into a room over J. TV. TVhalen's

silocn at No. 3T0O Easton avenue and fear-

fully beaten by strike sympathizers Sunday
morning, is in a serious condition at St.
John's Hospital. He was crippled before
the asault upon him occurred, a cog wheel
having fallen on his right foot while he
wns at work In the Citizens' line sheps at
No. 3S20 Easton avenue a few dajs ago.

Kicks which he received as he lay upon
the floor after having been felled by a
blow on the head, indicted a dangerous ry

to his spine. The attending surgeon
eajs that Williams may never recover per-

manently from (his hurt. The rocm In

which he was attacked is used by the strik-

ers' as a meeting place.
Williams Is literally black nnd blue, all

over his body. Both his ejes nre swollen
so that he can barely see, his left arm is
bruised black, his nose Is broken and his
Jaws black and swollen. From the mid-

dle of his back to tho hips his entire body
is discolcred.

At .he hospital yesterday he told the
followlr.g story of the a'sault:

"About iO a. m. I left tha car sheds
and went into the saloon and asked for
some tobscco. The man behind the bar
told me he had none. I turned then to go

nt T,iot n t iild in two or three men
Jumped between me and tho door and one of
them said they wanted to talk over the
situation with mi end nsked me to go up
stairs. I did so, not thinking fcr n moment
they Intended any harm. The Friday be-

fore a heavy cog wheel dropped on my foot
nnd mashed It so that 1 could hardly walk.
I had an old rubber shoe on the foot. When
I got up stairs a crowd of men commenced
to pour in. I think In all there were twenty--

live or thirty. I know some of them
and can ideUlfy them.

"Thej- - began to call trie scab, nnd then ap-T- ly

other epithets. Some fellow said, 'Maul
'him,' nnd at that they commenced to strike
me. They slugged mo until finally 1 fell to
the liaor. While I was down they kicked
me all over the body, but the greatest ry

was In the small of my back."
As Williams spoke, ho tried to turn over

In th bed and groaned with the pain in-

cident to the movement. Resuming, he
said: "At this time I was nearly uncon-
scious and powerless to offer tha slightest
resistance. Some cried, 'Let's get a ropa
and rang nim.' and at that all but two men
lett the room. These two had revolvers,
and when I got up they pointed them at
me and told mc they would snoot me 11 1

dared to come to the door I believed they
would, and my anxiety was awful.

"if I stajed I watild be hanged, 1 believe,
pnd If I attemnted to escape the men left
to guard ma had threatened to shoot. I
hacked up to a window and rested on the
sill a mumnt. then 1 determined to drop
out of the window nnd did so. I caught
hold of the window sill and let myself down
bj' mj-- hands, dropping front the Btory to
the eround on my feet. I had hardlv--
allghtfd before the crowd rushed out alter
me. Just then a Deputy Sheriff came over
from th car shed. He fired two shots, and
then several mere deputies came. The
crowd ran away and the deputies took me
back to the car sheds.

"I have only been in St. Louis one week.
I came here from Qjincy, lib, where my
family lite. I have b'en Working In various
factories as a machinist for four years."

The deputies tin duty at the time at the
car sheds were C. H. Webster, C. A. Craln
and J. F. Siullv. The first two were doing
guard duty, nnd Scully was Corporal of the
guard. Webster saw Williams drop from
the second story ot the building and the
crowd rush out and surround him. lie Im-
mediately fired two shots In the air as a
signal ror Croln nnd Scul-- Ij

responded. Whalen, the proprletar of th
saloon, denied that h had taken anj-- part
in tho nss-iul- t. or that he knew the men
who did. Ho said that the room was used
bj-- the strikers for meetings. and that they
came and went without attracting his no-
tice.

LAW ON TRACK OBSTRUCTIONS.

Judge SiKUieer Declares It Applies
to All Hallways.

Judge Srencer jesterday decided. In an-
swer to a demurrer filed In his court, that
the "law relative to the placing of obstruc-
tions on ralhoad tracks applied with equal
forco to street railways as to steam rail-
roads. Tho demurrer was filed in the Cases
of Lorenzo Backcjff and John Heinz, who
were indicted by the Grand Jury on the
chargo or obstructing tracks. In passing
on the case judge Spencer says, in part:

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CARS DYNAMITED

AND DADLY DAMAGED.

Nitroglycerin Used on Baden Line
Conductor Blown Through
.Window of Conveyance.

CREWS HAD NARROW ESCAPES.

Disastrous Explosions on Union,
Compton and Citizens' Bonds

Suspecfs Arrested Ex-

plosives Found.

Dynamite and nitroglycerin cartridges
were used with disastrous results on cars of
the St. Louis Transit Company last night
in different parts of the city. The damage
is considerable. Ko one was ifjured. but
the car crews and several other persons
had narrow escapes.

One of the most serious of the explosions
occurred near No. 57CO JCorth Broadwaj,
opposite Calvary Cemetery. In this In-

stance nitroglycerin was the explosive used.
Southbound car No. 6 of the Baden exten-

sion of the Broadway line. Motorman M.
Tizman and Conductor J. 1L Dcneca. was
tho one that suffered. The explosion was
of the greatest force, and turned the car
half way around, so that, instead of facing;
north and south, it faced east and west.

The conductor and motorman escaped
although one was thrown headfore-

most through a rear window of the car, and
the motorman was hurled from his place
fully thirty feet. landing In the thick grass
which fringes tho eda; of the cemetery.

Just north of tho place where the explo-
sion look place four passengers, two of
whom were women, boarded the car. Con-
ductor Deneea, had collectel their fares and
was returning to tho rear platform when
the car raa over tho nitroglycerin cartr-
idges!.

The front trucks of the cdr, which was
a light one. were lifted fully six feet from
the tracks. The explosive must have been
on the north tail, for the car shifted to
the left. TT hen- - the front part of the car
rose. Dencca lost his footing, and he
fell directly out of a window onto tha
northbound track. Motorman Tizman wis
conscious of nothing until he alighted on
the kindly cushion ot gtass.

The seats of tha rar were all torn from
their fastenings, all the windows were
shattered, and the four passengers were
knocked about and tumbled down among
the broken seats. All were bruised, but suf-
fered no broken bones.

Subsequently, a northbound carapppared,
and In this the conductor and motorman
were taken to the car sheds at BroaJwny
and Salisbury. The passenfeers. titougnaching with numerous slight hurts, andbe.nx In Poor shape for a walk, deter-
mined that they had had sufficient experi-
ence on a transit car for one night, andthey set out to walk south. None of themeavo their names or addreaes.

Doctor Campbell ot No. Sll North Comp-
ton avenue was summoued to the power-
house to care for Deneea and Tizman. Th9farmer was badly, but not dangerously
hurt. While the latter was hardly more
than bruised, ihanks-t- the grass.

An examination revealcj bits of brasscllnclnc to the rail, where the explosion
had taken place, which. It Is Biid, was
proof that nitroglycerin cartridges must
have been the explosive.

Car No. 213 of the Union line ran over alarge dynamite bomb about 11 o'clock lastnignt at Twenty-thir- d and Bremen avenue.
In tbe explosion that followed the car wascompletely wrecked; the trucks were thrownfrom the tracks, the floor and roof of thecar were hurled skyward, and the motor-ma- n

and conductor were thrown twenty feetfrom the tracks. No one was Injured, how-
ever.

F. TV. Mullen was the motorman, George
Price the conductor. They had been running
tho car all evening without any Interfer-
ence.

When npprodchlng Bremen avenue on thaway to the sheds to turn In, Mullen was
running his car at a high rate of speed. As
he camo near tho dark shadow beneath tbearc light at that place, he thought he saw
something on the rail.", and. fearing that itmight be an explosive, he made an attempt
to stop. He was unsuccessful, and. he next
heard a deafening report; be felt the front
platform rise suddenly and he knew
no more till he found himself, very 'much
bruised and shaken up, lying In the street
near the sidewalk. The conductor was
badly shocked and was hurled with force
against the platform ralL

Westbound car No. 1354 ot the Citizens
division of the transit company was blown
up with dynamite In front of No. 2C43 East-
on avenue at 11:23 o'clock last night. Tho
car was running at a good tats of speed
when It struck, the explosive. It was thrown
Into the air and the entire floor and wheels
wrecked, and blowii to pieces. Besides tbe
crew there were, a number of transit em-
ployes on the caV All these Were badly
shaken up, but suffered no bodily Injury.

All the windows at No. 3G45 Kaston ave-
nue were broken Into pieces by the shock
of the explosion. Mrs. E. Hudsnn. who con- -
ducts an eating-hous- e at that nkimber, says

Ope
of the front wheels was damaged, but be
conveyance was able to make Its trip. No
one was Injured.

Sergeant Con Boland after the explosion
arrested Luther It. Smith and Thomss BTd,
said to be strikers, on suspicion. In this
room of the men. at No. 1123 Armstronc ave-
nue, tho Sergeant claimed ho found four
sticks of dynamite and two revolvers in a
bureau drawer. The prisoners denied ta.--.t

they had been Implicated In the explosion.
